RAVE 1: F B LOCK & SONS / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE 2 YEAR OLD AND UP – 1000 meters 
 
PAARTAPAE (J. Lorensini) – in the vicinity of the 600 meters shifted in marginally.  Rider reminded of 
his obligations when shifting ground in future. 
 
ASTROBELLE (J. Potter) – in the vicinity of the 600 metres raced ungenerously shifted in and away 
from PAARTAPAE, which shifted in marginally. In the vicinity of the 100 metres was inconvenienced 
when bumped and taken in by PRETTY GLASS, which was racing greenly and shifted in under pressure. 
 
AWESOME STAR (J. Maund) - performed below expectations. A post-race veterinary examination 
revealed no visible abnormalities.  
 
JUST WANTO RUN NOW (E. Finnegan) – in the vicinity of the 100 metres was bumped and taken in 
when racing tight between BEL MOSHE and ASTROBELLE. 
 
PRETTY GLASS (J. Huxtable) – raced greenly throughout the event.  In the vicinity of the 100 metres 
shifted in when continuing to race greenly bumping ASTROBELLE, which was inconvenienced when 
taken in. 
 
BEL MOSHE (D. Tourneur) - slow to begin.  In the vicinity of the 100 metres was inconvenienced when 
bumped by JUST WANTO RUN NOW for a short distance. 
 
NATLIRUTH (K. Bishop) – in the vicinity of the 600 metres was inclined to raced ungenerously and had 
to be steadied when racing tight to the inside of ASTROBELLE, which shifted in and away from 
PAARTAPAE. Shortly after shifted out abruptly when continuing to race ungenerously. 
 
 
 
RACE 2: GM HARFIELD MEMORIAL / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE 2 YEAR OLD & UP – 1430 meters 
 
DIRTOMIC (J. Potter) - raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
SHAKAMBER (S. Fawke) - raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
STAR GAIS (J. Frew) – raced ungenerously and greenly throughout the event. A post-race veterinary 
examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  Trainer advised a warning had been placed on the filly. 
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RACE 3: COMBINED CARRIERS BENCHMARK 56 HANDICAP BM56 - 1430 metres. 
 
HASTA LA SPEC (E. Finnegan) - slow to begin. 
 
CALYPSO CHOICE (G. Lo) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  
 
 
 
RACE 4: TDC CLASS TWO HANDICAP - 1200 metres 
 
EMIL (S. Cahill) – rider could offer no explanation into the performance of the gelding. A post-race 
veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  
 
MISS MOSH (J. Huxtable) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted out. 
 
BAHGALLAH BANTAM (A. Lindsay) – rider was reprimanded under AR120(b) in that she was unable 
to claim her full allowance. Jumped away awkwardly and shifted in. 
 
THE ULSTERMAN (J. Lorensini) – inconvenienced shortly after the start when MISS MOSH jumped 
away awkwardly and shifted out as BAHGALLAH BANTAM jumped away awkwardly and shifted in. 
 
 
 
RACE 5:PPH&S CLASS TWO HANDICAP - 2000 metres 
 
INWOOD (S. Cahill) – rider could offer no explanation into the gelding’s poor performance. A post-race 
veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  

 
REGINA DEL NILO (L. German) – Co- Trainer’s Mrs K O’Sullivan was fined $100 under AR59A for 
failing to produce the Thoroughbred Identification Card. The horse was permitted to start as it was able 
to be identified from records held by Stewards. Racing inside the 400 metres shifted in when 
insufficiently clear of BURST OF FAITH. Rider reprimanded for careless riding under AR137(a).  
 
PAT THE WEAPON (T. Pannell) – inside the 400 metres shifted out marginally inconveniencing BURST 
OF FAITH. Performed below expectations. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities.  
 
BURST OF FAITH (A. Chan) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted out brushing MARTONG.  Inside 
the 400 metres had to be steadied and lost its positon when REGINA DEL NILO shifted in when 
insufficiently clear and PAT THE WEAPON shifted out under pressure. 
 
MARTONG (R. Hurdle) – brushed on jumping away when  BURST OF FAITH jumped away awkwardly 
AND SHIFTED OUT. 
 
 
 
RACE 6: LANDMARK BENCHMARK 72 HANDICAP BM72 - 1430 Metres 
 
The start of this event was delayed approximately two minutes due to an interstate delay. 
 
DANOULI (S. Fawke) - performed below expectations. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no 
visible abnormalities.  
 
ALL BAR TWO (A. Chan) – was held up for clear running when racing from the 500 metres until the 
entrance of the straight. 
 
COSTA LANTE (J. Lorensini) - slow to begin. 
 
Following the running of the event E. Finnegan was examined by the First Care Medical Personnel and 
ruled unfit to fulfil her remaining engagements. 
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RACE 7: ELDERS BENCHMARK 80 HANDICAP BM80 - 2000 metres 
 
RED FELLA (A. Jordsjo) – rider reported the gelding felt awkward in its action over the concluding 
stages and therefore elected not to ride her mount out to the finish.  A post-race veterinary examination 
revealed the gelding to be lame in the near foreleg.  Trainer advised a Veterinary Certificate of Fitness 
would be required prior to presenting the horse for a future trial or race. 
 
 
CAVALRY GOLD (J. Lorensini) - performed below expectations. A post-race veterinary examination 
revealed no visible abnormalities.  
 
 
RACE 8: SAL LIVESTOCK BENCHMARK 64 HANDICAP (HEAT 8 OF THE SA SPRINT SERIES) 

BM64 - 1100 metres 
 
ELZETTE (C. Collins) – from the entrance to the home straight rolled out under pressure for a short 
distance inconveniencing THE OTHER GUY, which was taken wider. 
 
TWILIGHT MANEUVER (L. German) – raced ungenerously in the early and middle stages. Performed 
below expectations. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.  
 
THE OTHER GUY (J. Lorensini) – from the entrance to the home straight was inconvenienced for a 
short distance when taken wider.
