Race Horse Rider Replaced By Reason

5 MANTILLA L. Goomany Explanation accepted

RACE 1: SMULDERS CONTRACTING / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE - 1100 metres

JOLLMAC (C. Lions) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and contacted WURLIES LASTCHANCE.
TURESH (M. Henderson) - raced wide throughout the event. Laid in, in the straight.

FEZ BAHH (D, McWhinney) - underwent a pre-race veterinary examination as it had not raced in
over twelve months and was passed fit to start. Slow to begin. A post-race veterinary examination
revealed no visible abnormalities.

MISS FORBIDDEN (S. Logan) - became cast in the stalls. Underwent a pre-race veterinary
examination and passed fit to start.

WURLIES LASTCHANCE (L. Goomany) - hampered at the start.

RACE 2: HAWKER EARTHMOVERS BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP - 1100 metres

COCKLES (S. Logan) - inclined to lay in, in the straight.

OUTLAW (M. Henderson) - underwent a pre-race veterinary examination as it had not raced in
over twelve months and passed fit to start. Raced wide throughout the event.

RACE 3: HILDERCO BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP - 1100 metres

The start of this event was delayed approximately five minutes.

BATTISTONI (E. Boyd) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.
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RACE 3: HILDERCO BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP - 1100 metres (cont’d)

WHITE LINE FEVER (W. Cave) - underwent a pre-race veterinary examination as it had not raced
in over twelve months and was passed fit to start. Reared and broke loose behind the barriers.
Declared a late scratching by order of Stewards at 2.19 pm. Stewards ordered deductions of 10
cents in the dollar for a win and 10 cents in the dollar for a place. W. Cave was examined by the
First Care Medical personnel and passed fit to fulfil his remaining rides. Trainer, Ms H. Gower, was
advised that a Veterinary Certificate of Fitness was required prior to a future trial or race. Ms
Gower was further advised that the gelding would now be required to perform to the Stewards
satisfaction in an Official Barrier Trial prior to a future race start. A post-race veterinary
examination revealed a multiple abrasions to the chest and hind limbs. First aid administered.

WARRASIDE FAIRY (K. Lau) - slow into stride.

RACE 4: ELDERS / SABOIS TWO-YEARS-OLD & OVER MAIDEN PLATE - 1400 metres

BLAZING ROW (C. Lions) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.
BOTTLE AND BIRD (S. Logan) - laid out under pressure over the concluding stages.

WHERE'S THE BOSS (M. Henderson) - injured in transport en route to the course. Examined by
the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon on arrival on course who reported a laceration and bruising to the

left eye and that the filly was unfit to race. Acting on this advice Stewards withdrew WHERE’S
THE BOSS at 12.25 pm.

RACE 5: NORTHPOINT TOYOTA HAWKER CUP - 1750 metres

KAZOOM (NZ) (J. Chau) - over-raced in the early stages of the event and in the vicinity of the
1500 metres improved onto the heels of FULTON STREET and was obliged to be checked. Hung
out rounding the home turn.

MANTILLA (L. Goomany) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

RACE 6: HAWKER HOTEL BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP - 1400 metres

REAL EASY (K. Lau) - in the vicinity of the 1300 metres shifted in tightening STRINGER BELL and
MASKING for room. Rider reminded of his obligations when shifting ground. Raced keenly in the
early stages of the event. Hung in, in the straight.

JUST A GIGOLO (L. Goomany) - began awkwardly resulting in L. Goomany losing his right iron
and placing him at a disadvantage for approximately 200 metres.

SHE'S RENELDASGIRL (D. McWhinney) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible
abnormalities.

MOODY MISS (J. Chau) - rider accidentally dropped his whip in the vicinity of the 150 metres.
