RACE 1: - SOMERSET HOTEL / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE - 1700 metres 
 
MONRAAJ (S. Fawke) - raced wide without cover throughout the event. Hung out under pressure 
in the straight. Rider explained when questioned in relation to the gelding’s performance he was 
trapped wide throughout the event and when asked for an effort in the vicinity of the 600 metres, 
the gelding failed to respond to his riding and was disappointed with its efforts to the finish. A 
post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
COVER GIRL (A. Jordsjo) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
FOXY AMBITION (K. Bishop) - shortly after the start shifted in behind runners to obtain cover. 
Laid in under pressure in the straight. 
 
SILVER JEWEL (P. Gatt) - raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
 
 
RACE 2: HOLDFAST INSURANCE / SABOIS PLUS MAIDEN / CLASS ONE PLATE – 2100 metres 
 
BLINKY O’REILLY (S. Logan) - raced wide without cover throughout the event. In the vicinity of 
the 900 metres was taken wider as LYRICKIN’S DREAM shifted out. A post-race veterinary 
examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
SAVVY DRESSER (NZ) (S. Cahill) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
UNRELATED (L. Neindorf) - re-saddled on arrival to the barriers. Slow into stride. 
 
 NEAR MAGIC (S. Fawke) - raced keenly in the early stages of the event. 
 
LYRICKIN'S DREAM (C. Lions) - in the vicinity of the 900 metres shifted out and bumped BLINKY 
O’REILLY, which was taken wider. Rider was reminded of her obligations in relation to shifting 
ground in future. 
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RACE 3: KINGSFORD HOTEL / SABOIS TWO-YEAR-OLD MAIDEN PLATE – 1200 metres 
 
GOLDEN ZOU (J. Chau) - jumped away awkwardly.  
 
LUCKY CLUB (S. Logan) - on exiting the mounting yard rider was dislodged from her mount. 
Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination and passed fit to race. Raced greenly throughout 
the event. 
 
SMILING ASSASSIN (J. Holder) - shifted out shortly after the start onto THE MASTER. 
 
THE MASTER (T. Pannell) - dislodged en route to the start. Rider examined by the First Care 
Medical Personnel and ruled fit to fulfil his remaining engagements. Bumped with SMILING 
ASSASSIN shortly after the start, was taken out and obliged to be eased when awkwardly placed 
on the heels of WICKED SCANDAL. 
 
HATEECH (P. Gatt) - rider reported the filly failed to stretch out when asked for an effort during 
the event and was disappointing. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 4: ADELAIDE PLAINS BLOODSTOCK / SABOIS THREE-YEAR-OLD MAIDEN PLATE  

- 1100 metres 
 
CRY OUT LOUD (T. Voorham) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and contacted GOOD GIRL 
BELLA. 
 
GOOD GIRL BELLA (S. Fawke) - contacted CRY OUT LOUD on jumping away. 
 
HOLLOLINE (J. Toeroek) - jumped away awkwardly. Laid in under pressure in the straight. 
 
LIVERPOOL LANE (J. Chau) - Trainer Mr R. Balfour was fined under AR65(i) for failing to produce 
the Thoroughbred Identification Card. The horse was permitted to start as it was able to be 
identified from records held by Stewards. 
 
 
RACE 5: GOLDIN FARMS / SABOIS FILLIES & MARES BENCHMARK 64 HANDICAP - 1100 metres 
 
CONCONI (J. Holder) - shortly after the start was tightened by QUIVERS as SOPHINA DIVA rolled 
out. 
 
QUIVERS (D. Tourneur) - inclined to lay in under pressure in the straight. 
 
SONIC DEED (S. Price - Trainer Mr R. Balfour was fined under AR65(i) for failing to produce the 
Thoroughbred Identification Card. The horse was permitted to start as it was able to be identified 
from records held by Stewards. In the vicinity of the 300 metres was disappointed and obliged to 
be eased for a number of strides when racing between CONCONI and SOPHINA DIVA, which rolled 
out and away from LEGGERO. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
SOPHINA DIVA (L. Neindorf) - shortly after the start rolled out. In the vicinity of the 300 metres 
rolled out and away from LEGGERO onto SONIC DEED. 
 
HILUMIERE (K. Bishop) - at the entrance to the straight was awkward for a stride inside EXALTED 
GLORY, which was weakening. 
 
 
RACE 6: COOPERS XPA CLASS TWO HANDICAP - 1500 metres 
 
WAIKATO EXPRESS (J. Toeroek) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
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RACE 6: COOPERS XPA CLASS TWO HANDICAP - 1500 metres (Cont’d) 
 
CROWN HARMONIUM (S. Fawke) - slow into stride.  
 
HAHNDORF (G. Lo) - prior to the running of the event Trainer Mr R. Balfour advised Stewards he 
would instruct his rider to be more forward in today’s event. Settled in the lead. 
 
SPIRITOS (K. Bishop) - when questioned in relation to tactics adopted for the gelding, she 
explained that after beginning fairly, being caught wide in the early stages and given the early 
formation of the field, she elected to allow the gelding to stride forward. She added with the 
addition of blinkers for the first time and that SPIRITOS was not finishing it’s races off when ridden 
from the back, she elected to allow the gelding to stride forward and take up a position and lead.   
 
 
RACE 7: SANDERS FODDER BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP - 1200 metres 
 
DR DEPENDABLE (J. Chau) - jumped away awkwardly. Hung in under pressure in the straight. 
 
REDEEM BOUNTY (L. Neindorf) - taken out on jumping away by HEROES QUEST onto 
GARGAMEL. 
 
HEROES QUEST (S. Price) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted out onto REDEEM BOUNTY, which 
was taken out. 
 
GARGAMEL (D. Tourneur) - on jumping away lost its position when tightened onto RUSHWA, 
which jumped away awkwardly and shifted in as REDEEM BOUNTY was taken out. Held up for 
clear running from shortly after the entrance to the straight until inside the 200 metres when 
racing between STRYKER FORTUNE and MONET. 
 
MONET (L. Goomany) - difficult to load. Trainer Mr A. Webster advised a warning had been placed 
on the gelding. 
 
ARCTIC BLAZE (J. Holder) - in the vicinity of the 800 metres rolled in onto TAILGUNNER. 
 
RUSHWA (S. Fawke) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted in. A post-race veterinary examination 
revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
TAILGUNNER (A. Lindsay) - jumped away awkwardly. In the vicinity of the 800 metres was 
obliged to be eased as it was inclined to hang in and became awkwardly placed on the heels of 
STRYKER FORTUNE, which rolled out and ARCTIC BLAZE, which rolled in. Hung in under pressure 
in the straight. 
 
BEHAVE (S. Logan) - A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
STRYKER FORTUNE  (C. Lions) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted out. Raced keenly in the early 
and middle stages of the event. In the vicinity of the 800 metres rolled out onto TAILGUNNER.
