RACE 1: WOOLSHED INN BENCHMARK 64 HANDICAP – 2000 Metres 

 

LOOKING SUAVE (NZ) (K. Walters) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 

Rider explained that in her opinion the gelding would have appreciated more give in the track. 

She added that in his opinion LOOKING SUAVE (NZ) may have come to the end of its preparation. 

A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

AEROETTE (NZ) (A. Livesey) – laid out rounding the home turn.  

 

 

RACE 2: BORDERTOWN PUMPS & REFRIGERATION BENCHMARK 64 HANDICAP - 1100 Metres 

 

HELLO LADIES (C. Tootell) – slow to begin.  

 

REAL ROY (S. Fawke) - jumped away awkwardly. 

 

ALL CLUBS (S. Payne) – laid out from the 600m. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no 

visible abnormalities. 

 

IMMEDIATE RESPONSE (S. Logan) – slow to begin.  

 

 

RACE 3: HARPERS PARCEL FREIGHT MAIDEN PLATE - 1550 Metres 

 

CHARLIE'S BRO (S. Fawke) - slow to begin. 
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RACE 3: HARPERS PARCEL FREIGHT MAIDEN PLATE - 1550 Metres (cont’d) 

 

GRAFFIAS (NZ) (K. Walters) – approaching the 200m shifted out when insufficiently clear across 

the running of SHY RULER (NZ), which had to be checked. Rider pleaded guilty to a charge of 

careless riding under AR131(a) and was suspended from riding in races for a period to commence 

midnight Sunday, 16 July 2023 and to conclude midnight Sunday, 23 July 2023, a period of three 

meetings. In determining penalty, Stewards took into account K. Walter’s good record and her 

guilty plea. 

 

MANHATTAN DAWN (S. Logan) – laid in under pressure in the straight. 

 

SHY RULER (K. Crowther) – approaching the 200m had to be checked to avoid the heels of 

GRAFFIAS (NZ). 

 

SHOCK REACTION (NZ) (A. Livesey) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted out.  

 

 

RACE 4: CREASER CONSTRUCTIONS MAIDEN PLATE – 1100 Metres 

 

The start of this event was delayed approximately six minutes.  

 

WINNERS CLUB (S. Payne) - jumped away awkwardly. 

 

HASTA LA CHILLY (S. Fawke) – laid in, in the straight. 

 

PERFECT COSTA (J. Doyle) - jumped away awkwardly. 

 

UPTOWN LUCY (A. Livesey) – lost its off hind plate en route to barriers and required farrier 

attention. As the farrier was unable to re-plate the mare or remove the other plate and after 

consultation with the stable and the veterinary surgeon UPTOWN LUCY was permitted to race 

uneven behind.  

 

STAR STUDDED BELLE (H. Yuen) – raced wide without cover throughout the event.

Assistant Starter, Mr B. Jaensch was questioned by the Stewards in relation to his actions prior to 

the running of this event and he was advised an inquiry into this matter would be held on a date 

and time to be fixed. 

 

 

RACE 5: BORDERTOWN STONE SUPPLIES CLASS 2 HANDICAP – 1300 Metres 

 

FIGHTING FUND (R. Hurdle) – rider explained that the gelding never bridled up throughout the 

event and in his opinion did not handle today’s track conditions. A post-race veterinary 

examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

GALAXY TURF (J. Doyle) - slow to begin. 

 

ROLL ME AWAY (K. Walters) - jumped away awkwardly. At the entrance to the straight became 

momentarily held up on the heels of CONNEMARA QUEEN. 

 

WARRANDYTE ROAD (J. Potter) – at the entrance to the straight was momentarily disappointed 

for a run between ROLL ME AWAY and VALLEY RATTLER. 

 

WILD TYCOON (H. Yuen) – hung out from the 500m until the 300m. 

 

 

RACE 6: BRANDT BENCHMARK 54 HANDICAP – 1550 Metres 

 

AMFISSA (NZ) (D. Caboche) – laid out rounding the home turn.  

 

DESSERT TIME (R. Hurdle) – inside the 200m had to be steadied when it improved onto the heels 

of TEEMENZED (NZ). 

 

 

 



 
  

 

RACE 6: BRANDT BENCHMARK 54 HANDICAP – 1550 Metres (cont’d) 

 

TEEMENZED (NZ) (T. Pannell) – inside the 200m raced in restricted room between DANRENA 

and SCOTTISH SOLDIER when both runners shifted ground. A post-race veterinary examination 

revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

TRIANGULUM (A. Livesey) – slow to begin.  

 

DANRENA (S. Payne) – raced wide without cover throughout the event. Laid in, in the straight. 

 

DUKE OF ANJOU (T. Voorham) – held up for a short distance inside the 400m.  

 

EXCELSA (B. Wong) – raced keenly in the early stages of the event. 

 

SCOTTISH SOLDIER (A. Jordsjo) – slow to begin. Raced greenly throughout the event. Held up 

for clear running from the 400m until the 300m. 

 

EM BRYAN (H. Grace) - slow to begin. 

 

 

RACE 7: O’CONNORS CASE IH BENCHMARK 58 HANDICAP – 1200 Metres 

 

SO YOU CAN (T. Voorham) – held up from the 300m until the 100m. Approaching the finish raced 

in restricted room between SNAPTOF and LIVIN' LOOSE (NZ), which shifted in.  

 

NANA DULCE (H. Grace) – rider explained that the mare never travelled throughout the event. A 

post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 

LIVIN' LOOSE (NZ) (S. Logan) – laid in, in the straight. Approaching the winning post shifted in 

and tightened the running of NANA DULCE. Rider was reminded of her obligations under AR131(a) 

and to ensure she straightens her mounts once they commence to shift ground in future.  

 

FIVE POCKET (E. Finnegan) – Stewards permitted E. Finnegan to ride the mare 0.5kg over its 

declared weight of 54.0 kg.
