RACE 1 :  MAGIC FM/5CS / SABOIS DISTANCE MAIDEN PLATE  -  1800 metres

NEW SONG (W. Kerford) was slow to begin.  

In the vicinity of the 1300 metres STAR ON BROADWAY (S. Cahill) raced ungenerously and shifted in, making contact with SMARTY WELLS (J. Toeroek).  Thereafter STAR ON BROADWAY raced three wide without cover.
In the vicinity of the 500 metres AKAVARDO (M. Hoppo) commenced to weaken.  

In the straight GET AROUND GIRL (D. Evans) was inclined to lay in under pressure.  D. Evans, the rider of GET AROUND GIRL, was forced to stop riding and straighten his mount in the vicinity of the 100 metres as the mare continued to lay in under pressure.

AKAVARDO was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported the gelding had an elevated heart rate and a small skin abrasion to the coronet of the off hind hoof.  

RACE 2 : GIANITTO FAMILY HOTELS / SABOIS FILLIES AND MARES  -  1100 metres

FREE ENTRY (M. Tyndall) and DANHAKA DANCER (M. Henderson) were slow to begin.  
SANDHILL TESS (N. Rose) raced ungenerously in the early stages of the event.  

Inside the 300 metres SOMBRE (S. Cahill) rolled out onto SILKEN THREAD (A. Patterson) resulting in that mare becoming awkward on the heels of MCLAREN OVERTURE (M. Neilson) as that mare rolled in marginally.

Inside the 200 metres TORPIFY (J. Matthews) shifted inwards when insufficiently clear of JUST PUSH ON (J. Potter) taking the running of that filly, forcing JUST PUSH ON to check when tightened onto EVE’S DELIGHT (M. Hoppo).  J. Matthews pleaded guilty to a charge of Careless Riding under ARR.137(a) in that he permitted his mount to shift ground when insufficiently clear and was suspended from riding in races for a period to commence at midnight on 4 December and expire at midnight of 11 December 2011;  a period of four (4) race meetings.

RACE 2 : GIANITTO FAMILY HOTELS / SABOIS FILLIES AND MARES  -  1100 metres 

(Cont’d)

Correct Weight for this event was delayed to allow S. Cahill, the rider of the third placegetter SOMBRE, and J. Potter, the rider of the fourth placegetter JUST PUSH ON, to view the official footage from the 400 metres until the winning post.  After doing so J. Potter lodged an objection against TORPIFY (J. Matthews) being declared the second placegetter on the grounds of alleged interference from the 400 metres until the winning post.  After considering the evidence, on viewing the official footage and acting on their own observations, Stewards dismissed J. Potter’s objection.
SILENT ATTITUDE and JUST PUSH ON lost their near hind plates during the event.

RACE 3 : ARMAGH FINANCIAL SERVICES / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  -  1200 metres

CURATA REIGN which was difficult to load.  Mr. G. Martin, the Trainer of CURATA REIGN, was advised that a warning had been placed on the gelding and should it prove difficult to load in future, action may be taken against it. 

CURATA REIGN (J. Potter) was very slow to begin and failed to maintain contact with the field.  
CURATA REIGN (J. Potter) raced very greenly throughout the event and hung out severely rounding the home turn.   CURATA REIGN was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.  Mr. G. Martin, the Trainer of CURATA REIGN, was advised the horse must perform to Stewards satisfaction in an Official Barrier Trial prior to accepting for a future race.

In the vicinity of the 300 metres, when attempting to improve to the outside of CRYSTAL GAZER (D. Evans), DE VIGNERON (D. Robinson) clipped heels and was dislodged.  D. Robinson was examined by the on-course ambulance and was declared fit to fulfil his remaining rides.  Stewards concluded no one rider was to blame for the incident.  
DE VIGNERON was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities apart from a very small bleeding puncture hole on the near hind pastern. 
RACE 4 : CARDINHAM WINES RATING 0-59 HANDICAP  -  1800 metres

BRING THEM ON (J. Toeroek), SALVATION (N. Rose) and BLUE MANNER (W. Kerford) were slow to begin.
CURACA HILL (J. Frew) jumped away awkwardly, shifted out and contacted with GRAND GROUP (S. Westover).

Approaching the winning post on the first occasion HIDDEN TEARS (S. Cahill) raced ungenerously.

In the vicinity of the 300 metres EAGLE’S GLORY (M. Hoppo) was tightened between HIDDEN TEARS (S. Cahill) and MASTER ROBBIE (L. Stojakovic).  Thereafter EAGLE’S GLORY (M. Hoppo) commenced to give ground.

EAGLE’S GLORY was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported the gelding to be severely lame in the near foreleg.  First aid was administered.  Mr. B. Lear, the Trainer of EAGLE’S GLORY was advised a Veterinary Certificate of Fitness would be required prior to presenting for a future trial or race.
RACE 4 : CARDINHAM WINES RATING 0-59 HANDICAP  -  1800 metres (Cont’d)

SALVATION, which performed below expectations, was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported the mare had a superficial skin abrasion below the near hock.

Correct Weight for this event was delayed to allow L. Stojakovic, the rider of the fourth placegetter MASTER ROBBIE, to view the official photo for third.
RACE 5 : TAMINGA HOTEL / SABOIS+ CLARE VALLEY CUP  -  1800 metres

DA THONG (W. Kerford) was slow to begin.
In the vicinity of the 1400 metres FAST FRANK (L. Stojakovic) shifted out abruptly of its own accord, taking FRAACLASE (M. Neilson) wider on the track.  

Over the concluding 100 metres LUVBITE (A. Patterson) and FRAACLASE (M. Neilson) brushed on a number of occasions.  

L. Stojakovic, the rider of FAST FRANK, reported the gelding hung out severely throughout the event.  FAST FRANK was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
RACE 6 : JIM BARRY WINES RATING 0-72 HANDICAP  -  1200 metres
On jumping away CHIEF OF STAFF (S. Cahill) and UNDER THE RADAR (A. Herrmann) came together and brushed.  

LIQUID NAILS (W. Kerford) jumped away awkwardly and as a result was slow to begin.

RACE 7 : KIRRIHILL RATING 0-65 HANDICAP  -  1100 metres

Mr. J. Hyam, the Trainer of ZIP ROYALE, approached the Stewards seeking to withdraw the gelding from the event as, in his opinion, the condition of the track in the vicinity of the 300 metres would not suit the gelding.  Stewards acceded to this request and withdrew ZIP ROYALE at 3.23 pm.  Mr. J. Hyam was advised that in future he may have to show grounds for the gelding to start on a dead rated track.
KELPORT (W. Kerford) was slow to begin.

Shortly after the start MOXIE MISS (J. Matthews) and BIGBADBARRY (S. Westover) came together and brushed, resulting in both horses becoming momentarily unbalanced.  
In the vicinity of the 700 metres MONOTONE (J. Potter) raced ungenerously on the heels of MOXIE MISS (J. Matthews), resulting in MONOTONE having to be restrained.  As a consequence SANDHILL CHIEF (A. Patterson), which was racing behind MONOTONE, was hampered.
In the vicinity of the 300 metres MONOTONE (J. Potter), which raced in tight room between EL MAZEL (A. Herrmann) and MOXIE MISS (J. Matthews), was tightened onto EL MAZEL and lost its position when MOXIE MISS rolled in marginally.  J. Matthews was reprimanded and advised in future to stop riding and straighten his mounts when they commence to shift ground.
In the straight KELPORT (W. Kerford) and BAR ROOM BELLE (L. Stojakovic) brushed on a number of occasions.
