RACE 1 : CARLTON DRAUGHT / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  -  900 metres
Mr. K. Frew, the joint Trainer of COVERT AFFAIR, and Mr. W. Walters the Trainer of DONNIDI SULINA (NZ), which both proved difficult to load, were advised that a repetition of their respective horses’ behaviour would lead to action being taken against them.
FLIGHT TO PARIS (K. Post) reared as the gates opened.  

DONNIDI SULINA (NZ) was slow to jump and shortly after was inconvenienced when contacted by COVERT AFFAIR (J. Frew) which jumped away awkwardly and shifted in abruptly taking DONNIDI SULINA (NZ) in, hampering DO IT HERE (N. Rose) as that filly’s hind quarters were turned in.

In the early stages MISS ANITORES (D. Thornton) was inclined to lay out and away from runners to its inside.  

Approaching the 200 metres 
FLIGHT TO PARIS (K. Post), when improving, shifted out onto MISS ANITORES (D. Thornton) which was inconvenienced.

From the 200 metres INSIDERS FAVOURITE (J. Beriman) was inclined to lay out under pressure.  
At 3.00pm the track was reclassified to a Dead 4 retrospective to Race 1.

RACE 2 : REVOLUTION ROOFING RATING 64 & OVER HANDICAP  -  1800 metres

Making the turn near the 500 metres ROCKY CAMP (A. Patterson) was inclined to get its head up and lay out.
M. Neilson the rider of IRISH HIGH KING explained that although he had expected GENERAL MACKJOSH (K. Walters) to work around the field mid race, it had improved earlier than he had anticipated.  He stated that in the vicinity of the 1000 metres he had asked IRISH HIGH KING to improve up to BRAD STAR (S. Cahill) and shortly after, conscious that GENERAL MACKJOSH had increased its lead, realised he needed to pressure IRISH HIGH KING sooner than he would have preferred.  
RACE 2 : REVOLUTION ROOFING RATING 64 & OVER HANDICAP  -  1800 metres 

(Cont’d)
He added that from the 500 metres he was never confident in the manner IRISH HIGH KIND was responding to his riding that he would pick up the leader.

RACE 3 : SCOTT GROUP OF COMPANIES / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  -  1200 metres

KVINNAKEL (M. Neilson) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out making heavy contact with SHEHARA (H. McKechnie) which was taken out inconveniencing SAMSATION (J. Beriman).
THE CASTLE (NZ) (M. Walters) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out brushing SHAMAYA (S. Harrison).

Inside the 900 metres SHEHARA (H. McKechnie) commenced to race greenly and shifted out onto SAMSATION (J. Beriman) which was inconvenienced.

Near the 800 metres BIG BRUT (K. Post) was obliged to ease away from the heels of NAUGHTY MOMENTS (A. Patterson) which shifted in.

SHAMAYA, which performed poorly, was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
The track was reclassified at 4.22pm to Good 3.
RACE 4 : GUNNERSENS / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  -  1550 metres

KINGJAKE (K. Post) was slow to jump.
Shortly after the start BACKETT (A. Patterson) shifted in onto MARY JO (NZ) (K. Walters) which was forced to steady and lose its position.  

LUCKY BUSTER (J. Frew) was obliged to race 3 wide without cover throughout the event.

RACE 5 : DULUX WASH & WEAR RATING 0-76 HANDICAP  -  1300 metres

LANDAMMAN (J. Frew) was slow to jump away.
In the early stages CASHADEL (K. Post) raced ungenerously for a short distance when inclined to buck.  Mr. R. Bruhn, the Trainer of CASHADEL, was advised that a repetition of the gelding’s behaviour may result in action being taken against it.

In the vicinity of the 600 metres the lead bag from HAVANOTHERONE was dislodged.

RACE 6 : AUSTRALIAN REINFORCING COMPANY CLASS 1 HANDICAP  -  1200 metres

OGUNDE (S. Harrison) was obliged to race 3 wide through the event.
RACE 7 : WATTYL SOLAGARD RATING 0-65 HANDICAP  -  1800 metres

SOLAR REEF (A. Herrmann) was slow to jump.  
Near the 200 metres CORAL CAT (J. Maund), when attempting to improve outside HOLDEM (J. Frew), was obliged to steady momentarily as WAIT FORETTE (H. McKechnie) rolled in.

RACE 7 : WATTYL SOLAGARD RATING 0-65 HANDICAP  -  1800 metres (Cont’d)

Correct weight for this event was delayed to permit K. Walters, the third place getter, to review the official image for second.

RACE 8 : ADELAIDE BRIGHTON CEMENT RATING 0-68 HANDICAP  -  1550 metres

MANAROLA MAGIC (M. Neilson), SIR BRIEF (K. Post) and DELCANOS (A. Herrmann) were slow to jump.

In the early stages of the event HENRY’S QUEST (H. McKechnie) was inclined to race greenly.

In the early and middle stages of the event FEELING INVINCIBLE (P. Marks) raced fiercely.

From the 1000 metres SIR BRIEF (K. Post) raced 3 wide without cover.
