ADDITIONAL REPORT – TRAINING PARTNERSHIP L. MACDONALD & A. GLUYAS
MORPHETTVILLE – THURSDAY, 8 DECEMBER 2011
MURRAY BRIDGE – SUNDAY, 4 DECEMBER 2011 
RACE 1 : BRIDGE CARPET COURT RATING 0-68 HANDICAP  -  2200 metres

Stewards today concluded an inquiry into the circumstances that four-year-old chestnut mare STAR TOPAZE was presented in the parade ring to race when four-year-old chestnut mare FORCRYINGOUTLOUD was the acceptor for this event. 
Stewards considered the evidence tendered by joint trainers Mr. L. Macdonald and Mr. A. Gluyas along with evidence taken on Sunday, 4 December 2011 from Mr Y Mori a registered stable employee who had loaded and transported the horse to Murray Bridge, and from Trainer Mr. R Balfour, who had been authorized to represent the training partnership on the day.  
The training partnership of Mr. Macdonald and Mr. Gluyas pleaded guilty to a charge under AR.59A(3), the particulars being that on Sunday, 4 December 2011 they had permitted the incorrect horse STAR TOPAZE to be presented to race due to the identity of the horse accepted for this event FORCRYINGOUTLOUD not being established by reference to the Thoroughbred Identification Card on that day prior to it being brought to the racecourse.
The training partnership was fined $1500. In arriving at this penalty Stewards took into consideration the plea of Guilt, that a staff member had loaded and transported the incorrect horse to Murray Bridge, the trainers previous good record and that Stewards were satisfied there had not been an intention to deceive.  
Mr. Macdonald and Mr. Gluyas were advised of their rights of appeal.
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
