RACE 1 : ALLIANCE ONE CREDIT UNION / SABOIS THREE YEAR OLD MAIDEN PLATE  

- 1000 metres 
 
REALLY ROCKING, which had become fractious in the mounting yard, was examined by the 
Club’s Veterinary Surgeon on arrival at the barriers and was ruled fit to start .  Mr. B. Clarke, 
the Trainer of REALLY ROCKING was advised a warning had been placed on the gelding 
regarding his pre-race behavior.   
 
GYRO (M. Pegus) KONOWALCHUK (K. Bishop) and REALLY ROCKING (P. Roff) were slow 
to begin. 
 
Racing from the 400 metres to the winning post DESTONY HAWK (T. Zanker) was inclined to 
race greenly.   
 
Racing to the 100 metres LYNSHEE (M. Hoppo) and DESTONY HAWK (T. Zanker) brushed. 
 
REALLY ROCKING was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 2 : MORPHETTVILLE EQUINE CLINIC / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  -  1250 metres 
 
STAR LEGION (S. Westover), which had become fractious in the barriers, was examined by 
the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon and ruled unfit to race.  Acting on that advice, STAR LEGION 
was withdrawn at 2.00 pm by order of Stewards as this gelding was found to have an injury to 
its near hind leg.  
 
BEAU RAJA (W. Kerford) and REAL GLAMOUR (T. Zanker) brushed on jumping. 
 
JAEN (L. Stojakovic) began awkwardly. 
 
PRISCILLA ROSE (M. Neve) was inclined to race ungenerously in the early and middle 
stages of the event. 
 
Racing from the 500 metres to the 300 metres PRISCILLA ROSE (M. Neve) was held up on 
the heels of JET FUSION (B. Hoppo). 
 
At the entrance to the straight MILLIGANS (T. Baker) when shifting wider on the track, 
bumped REAL GLAMOUR (T. Zanker). 
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RACE 2 : MORPHETTVILLE EQUINE CLINIC / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  -  1250 metres 
 (Cont’d) 
 
GINDRINKA (M. Neilson) was inclined to lay out in the straight when under pressure. 
 
Racing to the 200 metres PRISCILLA ROSE (M. Neve), when taking a run inside of JET 
FUSION (B. Hoppo) which shifted in under pressure, was disappointed and as a result was 
held up on the heels of JET FUSION for the remainder of the event. 
 
In the vicinity of the 200 metres T. Baker, the rider of MILLIGANS, accidentally dropped his 
whip.  He pleaded guilty to a charge of carelessness under ARR.137(a) and was fined $50. 
 
 
RACE 3 : REVOLUTION ROOFING RATING 0-61 HANDICAP  -  1000 metres 
 
ESTOORED (M. Neve) and BIRDSEID (N. Rose) were inconvenienced at the start when 
tightened for room between CLEAR AZ MUD (J. Potter), which jumped away awkwardly and 
shifted out, and SEEARDI BLUE (P. Roff), which jumped away awkwardly and shifted in. 
 
ESTOORED (M. Neve) was inclined to race ungenerously in the early and middle stages of 
the event. 
 
 
RACE 4 : MIKE RALEIGH MOTORS CLASS 2 HANDICAP  -  1200 metres 
 
SEMINOLE (IRE) (M. Pegus) was slow to begin. 
 
CHECK ME (T. Zanker) jumped away awkwardly and as a result was slow to begin. 
 
HUNTED ANGEL (B. Hoppo) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out inconveniencing 
EPOCHAL (NZ) (N. Rose).   
 
S. Westover reported that he had become concerned with DREAM THIEF’S action in the 
straight and elected not to continue to ride the horse out to the line.   
 
DREAM THIEF was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
In the vicinity of the 50 metres P. Roff, the rider of LADY REYANE, accidentally dropped his 
whip.  P. Roff was reprimanded under ARR.137 (a). 
 
SEMINOLE (IRE) was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported the gelding 
to be lame in both front legs.  Mr. D. Carrison, the Trainer of SEMINOLE (IRE) was advised a 
Veterinary Certificate of Fitness would be required prior to presenting for a future trial or race. 
 
 
RACE 5 : JOHN MARMION MEMORIAL RATING 0-77 HANDICAP  -  1750 metres 
 
YARTERBERY (M. Pegus) jumped away awkwardly.   
 
KELMO (M. Hoppo) and WORLD RULER (J. Potter) brushed at the start. 
 
LEVEL’S LANE (W. Kerford) jumped the crossing at approximately 1400 metres. 
 
ROLL ON ROYCE (K. Bishop) raced ungenerously in the early and middle stages.   
 
Racing to the 350 metres YARTERBERY (M. Pegus) was momentarily held up for clear 
running on the heels of JAPAN (P. Roff). 
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RACE 5 : JOHN MARMION MEMORIAL RATING 0-77 HANDICAP  -  1750 metres 
 (Cont’d) 
 
In the vicinity of the 50 metres, M. Pegus, the rider of YARTERBERY, accidentally dropped his 
whip.  M. Pegus was reprimanded under ARR.137 (a). 
 
 
RACE 6 : LEADING EDGE JEWELLERS RATING 60+ HANDICAP  -  1200 metres 
 
On arrival at the start COLLEGE KING was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon and 
ruled fit to start. 
 
Shortly after the start, COLLEGE KING (L. Stojakovic) and WORTH THE EFFORT (N. Rose) 
were inconvenienced and lost their positions when tightened for room by ROLL ON BAI (M. 
Neilson) which shifted in and away from LIKE BOLT (T. Baker) which raced in tight room to 
the inside of MISS ELIZA (M. Neve). 
 
IMMORTALITY (S. Westover) was inclined to hang out rounding the home turn. 
 

 
RACE 7 : BOSTON BAY WINES RATING 0-64 HANDICAP  -  1350 metres 
 
OFF THE RICHTER (T. Zanker) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out bumping with FINAL 
DYNASTY (J. Potter) and as a result MASTER PICKLES (M. Neilson) was inconvenienced.   
 
Racing to the 700 metres MILITARY DAN (M. Hoppo) and RIPASON (M. Neve) brushed. 
 
Racing from the 100 metres DARK ASSASSIN (S. Westover) was held up for clear running 
between FINAL DYNASTY (J. Potter) and BLACK WHISKEY (T. Baker).   
 
MILITARY DAN was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported the gelding to 
be lame in the near hind leg.  Mr. S. Drewitt, the Trainer of MILITARY DAN, was advised a 
Veterinary Certificate of Fitness would be required prior to presenting for a future trial or race.
