RACE 1 : TRU ENERGY / SABOIS 2YO & OVER DISTANCE MAIDEN PLATE
- 1800 metres

GULLY KING (J. Kah) and NAKED CITI (W. Kerford) were slow to begin.
LITTLE BUSTER (L. Miller) jumped away awkwardly and as a result was slow to begin.

MASKED INVADER (D. Tootell) was inclined to over race in the early and middle stages of
the event.

NAKED CITlI was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible
abnormalities.

DIMERSE was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported the mare to have a
higher than expected heart rate. Mr. G. Lesnikowski, the Trainer of DIMERSE, was advised
a Veterinary Certificate of Fithess would be required prior to presenting for a future trial or
race.

RACE 2 : HEINRICHS / SABOIS 4YO & OVER MAIDEN PLATE - 1100 metres

LUCK OF THE IRISH (M. Henderson) jumped away awkwardly and as a result was slow to
begin.

STRIKER MCLAREN (T. Baker) was slow to begin.

Racing to the 600 metres ILSEDE (M. Hoppo) had to momentarily steady when racing tight
between HEZAFRAAR (D. Tootell), who was to the inside, and STING LIKE A BEE (K.
Bishop), who was racing to the outside.

At the entrance to the straight STRIKER MCLAREN (T. Baker), when improving, shifted out
bumping ILSEDE (M. Hoppo).

Approaching the winning post POP THE BUBBLE (T. Zanker) was obliged to steady and lose
its position when racing tight between HEZAFRAAR (D. Tootell) and MISS FABULEUX (J.
Kah). D. Tootell was advised of his obligations when shifting ground.

STRIKER MCLAREN was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no
visible abnormalities.
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RACE 3 : AIRMASTER AUSTRALIA / SABOIS FILLIES AND MARES MAIDEN PLATE
- 1200 metres

MADAM KAFOOPS (L. Miller) was slow to begin.

BRENDIOSA (NZ) (M. Tyndall) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out and as a result was
slow to begin.

REGIFTED (E. Boyd) jumped away awkwardly and shifted in inconveniencing ILLYAKHA (K.
Bishop) and WHEN YOU BELIEVE (W. Kerford).

Racing from the 400 metres to the 300 metres MADAM DAWN (T. Zanker) was held for
running on the heels of ELEGIDO (K. Dyson).

Racing to the 300 metres MADAM KAFOOPS (L. Miller) was momentarily steadied losing its
position due to ELEGIDO (K. Dyson) rolled in under pressure. K. Dyson was reminded of
her obligations when shifting ground.

WHEN YOU BELIEVE was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no
visible abnormalities.

RACE 4 : TRU ENERGY RATING 0-76 HANDICAP - 1200 metres

COOL CLASSIC (M. Tyndall) jumped away awkwardly and shifted in inconveniencing NOT
SO CHUNKY (Jemma Frew) and DIAMONDCONI (T. Zanker).

WHERE’'S MY WAGON (T. Baker) and BLUE MANNER (M. Henderson) were inclined to lay
in throughout the event.

Racing from the 50 metres to the winning post, WHERE’'S MY WAGON (T. Baker) and
TWILIGHT DANCER (J. Toeroek) bumped on a number of occasions.

Approaching the finish NOT SO CHUNKY (Jemma Frew) was held up for clear running on
the heels of TWILIGHT DANCER (J. Toeroek).

KELLY’S GOLD was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible
abnormalities.

Jemma Frew, the rider of NOT SO CHUNKY, reported to the Stewards that her mount had

felt sore and as a result failed to ride the horse out to the line. NOT SO CHUNKY was
examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.

RACE S5 : M J HALLETT BUILDERS RATING 0-72 HANDICAP - 1800 metres

YOUNG TEARAWAY (K. Dyson) jumped away awkwardly shifting out and bumping with
MURTAGH (T. Baker).

BELLE ADDICTION (J. Toeroek) and O’'REILLY’S SON (NZ) (D. Evans) bumped on jumping.

RACE 6 : JIM BARRY WINES RATING 0-59 HANDICAP - 1700 metres

SULLENBERGER (L. Miller) and SOCIAL FINALE (M. Henderson) brushed on jumping.

SELBOURNE ROAD (E. Boyd) and FRAUGHTWITH DANGER (NZ) (Jemma Frew) were
slow to begin.

Racing from the 500 metres to the 200 metres FRAUGHTWITH DANGER (NZ) (Jemma
Frew) was held up for clear ground on the heels of a number of horses.

RETAIN BELIEF was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible
abnormalities.

RACE 7 : CHARTERHILL GROUP RATING 0-59 HANDICAP - 1100 metres

ARTHURIAN LEGEND (J. Kah) and EDGE OFF (M. Neve) bumped on jumping.
REGAL RUBEN (M. Tyndall) jumped away awkwardly and shifted in.

ZOFABIRD (J. Toeroek) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out inconveniencing
BERMONDSEY (E. Boyd), REGAL RUBEN (M. Tydall) and SEE SPARKY (M. Hoppo).

PARK RANGER (Jemma Frew) and RELIABLE TRADESMAN (L. Miller) were slow to begin.

From the 100 metres SEE SPARKY (M. Hoppo) was held up for clear ground between
MCLAREN OVERTURE (D. Evans), to its inside, and REGAL RUBEN (M. Tyndall) to its
outside.

Mr. J. Macmillan, the Trainer of ARTHURIAN LEGEND, made a submission that the gelding
wear a lugging bit rather than a cross over noseband. The Stewards acceded to the
Trainer’s request but imposed a fine of $50 under Rule AR.140B(2).
