RACE 1 : GULF GETAWAYS RATING 0-68 HANDICAP  -  1850 metres
YOUNG TEARAWAY, which was kicked by another runner on arrival at the barriers, was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who passed the gelding fit to race.
BRACKEN BLUE (W. Kerford) was slow to begin.
RACE 2 : OPAL INN HOTEL-MOTEL / SABOIS 3YO RATING 0-61 HANDICAP  


-  1200 metres

On jumping away CURATA REIGN (D. Tourneur) shifted in brushing MIME (B. Claridge).
SAKS ADDICT (L. Hopwood) began slowly.

ZEN (A. Herrmann), which was inclined to lay in over the final 100 metres, was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
T. Baker, the rider of CAPTAIN PERCY, reported the gelding was inclined to lay out from the 600 metres until the finish of the event. CAPTAIN PERCY was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
CURATA REIGN, which performed poorly, was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities. Mr. G. Martin, the Trainer of CURATA REIGN, was advised a Warning had been placed on the colt, and should it prove uncompetitive in future, further action may be taken. 
RACE 3 : HANNAHVILLE HOTEL / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  -  1600 metres

TRACY TRUE BLOOD (J. Potter) was slow to begin.
On jumping away ELEGIDO (D. Tourneur) shifted in and brushed HARAKA ZULU (T. Baker) which was slow to begin. 

Approaching the 1000 metres TRACY TRUE BLOOD (J. Potter) was obliged to steady off the heels of COOTA QUEEN (T. Zanker).

Inside the 900 metres HARAKA ZULU (T. Baker) shifted in and away from CENTRE RIPPLE (Jemma. Frew) which rolled in, resulting in COOTA QUEEN (T. Zanker) being tightened for room and having to be steadied.
EVENING STORM and TRACY TRUE BLOOD were examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
RACE 4 : BURY PLUMBING / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  -  1100 metres

The start of this event was delayed approximately 1 minute to allow LITTLE BIT EVIL to be resaddled.

Approaching the 800 metres STAR LEGION (D. Evans), which had begun to race fiercely, had to be steadied off the heels of NOVADANTE (J. Kah).
Inside the 200 metres NOVADANTE (J. Kah) laid in onto THE JUDDERNAUT (D. Tourneur) which was inconvenienced for a short distance. 
L. Hopwood, the rider of MRS WOLFE, reported the filly was inclined to lay out from the 600 metres until the 200 metres. MRS WOLFE was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
RACE 5 : HAWKER EARTHMOVERS RATING 0-61 HANDICAP  -   1500 metres

FOR GLORY (T. Zanker) reared on jumping away and as a result was slow to begin.
On jumping away FERROQUEST (W. Kerford) shifted in tightening DAS BEAGLE (D. Tourneur) across the heels of ROYAL IMPULSE (J. Potter).

From the 300 metres until the finish OUT DO ME (A. Patterson) was inclined to lay in.
SECERT RETREAT was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities. 

RACE 6 : EMILY’S BISTRO RATING 0-61 HANDICAP  -  1500 metres

LITTLE BUSTER, which had blood in its mouth on arrival at the start, was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon and passed fit to race.
LITTLE BUSTER (J. Potter), which jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and tightened TONI’S CONNECTION (D. Tourneur) onto DOUBLE COVER (P. Roff), shortly after LITTLE BUSTER shifted out and away from TONI’S CONNECTION tightening TEAM LAGO (T. Zanker) onto MAY SERENE (L. Stojakovic) resulting in TEAM LAGO losing its position.
Inside the 800 metres SILKEN THREAD (M. Tyndall), which began to race keenly, had to be steadied off the heels of SOMBRE (L. Hopwood).

RACE 6 : EMILY’S BISTRO RATING 0-61 HANDICAP  -  1500 metres (Cont’d)

Inside the 300 metres SOMBRE (L. Hopwood) was inconvenienced and obliged to steady when tightened for room between TONI’S CONNECTION (D. Tourneur) which rolled out and MAY SERENE (L. Stojakovic) which rolled in.
In the vicinity of the 200 metres LEVEN’S LANE (Jemma Frew) had to be steadied and became held up for a short distance when attempting a run to the outside of MAY SERENE (L. Stojakovic) which rolled out and to the inside of WALCOURT (B. Claridge) which rolled in.

RACE 7 : CARLING FUEL DISTRIBUTORS RATING 0-74 HANDICAP  -  1200 metres

On jumping away MILLIGANS (D. Stra) shifted out brushing JUSTONETWOMANY (A. Patterson).
Inside the 900 metres MILLIGANS (D. Stra) which was racing keenly, had to be eased when racing in tight room between JUSTONETWOMANY (A. Patterson) which rolled in slightly and KEVOLI (B. Claridge).
K. Bishop the rider of RULING PARTY explained, from a wide draw and no one wanting to lead, she pushed forward instead of being caught wide and in doing so the gelding over raced.  She stated that from the 300 metres the gelding did not respond to her riding in the manner she expected. RULING PARTY was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities. 

RACE 8 : CROMBIES BULK HAULAGE RATING 0-61 HANDICAP  -  1100 metres

The start of this race was delayed one minute, to allow the course to be cleared.

CROCMAN (D. Stra) was slow to begin.
REGAL RUBEN (L. Stojakovic) and ANGEL BLOOD (W. Kerford) began awkwardly.

SHEEZA PERIL (M. Tyndall) jumped away awkwardly, shifted out and brushed WANDSWORTH (D. Evans).

In the middle stages CROCMAN (D. Stra) raced wide.

WANDSWORTH was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
