RACE 1 : BOAG’S DRAUGHT MAIDEN PLATE  -  2052 metres

MR SCHILLER (P. Gatt) was slow to begin.
ELEGIDO (L. Stojakovic) raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event.

In the vicinity of the 1100 metres WHAT LOGIC (A. Patterson) shifted out and brushed MR SCHILLER (P. Gatt) which was inconvenienced when taken wider.

ELEGIDO (L. Stojakovic) had difficulty in obtaining clear ground from inside the 600 metres until the entrance to the straight.

P. Gatt, the rider of MR SCHILLER, which performed below expectations, explained that the gelding had not travelled throughout the event and when placed under pressure in the vicinity of the 600 metres, had failed to respond to his riding and he was disappointed in how it had finished off the event.  MR SCHILLER had left the course prior to being examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon.  Mr. W. Smart, the Trainer of MR SCHILLER, advised that the gelding had returned to his stables with no visible abnormalities.
Ms. S. Ratsch, the Trainer of ELEGIDO, was questioned regarding the improved performance of this mare.  She explained that the horse had worked well in the lead up to this event as it had throughout this preparation.  She added that she had elected to find a suitable maiden race on a grass track as in her opinion ELEGIDO was resenting racing on dirt tracks as it had got its head up and was reluctant to race at its most recent starts.  

J. Potter, the rider of LADY ALASKA was questioned regarding his use of the whip over the final 100 metres.  J. Potter pleaded guilty to a charge under ARR.137A(4)(c) in that he used his whip when out of contention and was reprimanded.  
RACE 2 : IRISH DAY 1ST SEPTEMBER MAIDEN PLATE  -  1100 metres

SET ON STONE, which stepped on a sprinkler cover en route to the barrier, was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon and passed fit to race.

BORISTAR (J. Kah) shifted in when jumping away onto BUSHMASTER (L. Hopwood) which was hampered.  

STONEHAVEN (J. Bowditch) shifted out on jumping away onto SET ON STONE (J. Potter) which was inconvenienced.  

WORDS OF WAR (C. Lindop) raced extremely keenly in the early and middle stages of the event and in the vicinity of the 900 metres shifted in onto STONEHAVEN (J. Bowditch) which was inconvenienced.  C. Lindop reported to Stewards that she would recommend to the stable that they remove the blinkers from WORDS OF WAR for the gelding’s next start.

In the vicinity of the 800 metres SET ON STONE (J. Potter), which was racing greenly, shifted out and away from BUSHMASTER (L. Hopwood) and became awkwardly placed on the heels of SMOKE BURNER (A. Patterson) and between the heels of BUSHMASTER (L. Hopwood) and WORDS OF WAR (C. Lindop), and was obliged to take hold and lose its position.

DOWN THE MIDDLE (C. Lever) made the turn in the vicinity of the 600 metres awkwardly and shifted out inconveniencing BUSHMASTER (L. Hopwood) which was tightened onto SMOKE BURNER (A. Patterson).
RACE 3 – PAUL’S MILK MAIDEN PLATE  -  1100 metres

SHEEZ ON TOP (B. Claridge) reared on jumping away and was slow to begin.
SEPTEMBER STAR (M. Pegus) and SUNRISE (S. Cahill) were slow to begin.

PRINCESS INDANDA (M. Neilson) shifted out on jumping away inconveniencing LEMERIO (L. Stojakovic).

In the vicinity of the 800 metres MONICA KATE (A. Herrmann) raced keenly when being restrained off the heels of BRAVE JOURNEY (J. Maund). As a consequence, SWINGING SOLDIER (J. Holder), which was racing behind MONICA KATE, raced keenly when being restrained to avoid that filly’s heels.

SWINGING SOLDIER (J. Holder) laid in under pressure in the straight.  SWINGING SOLDIER was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported a laceration to the left cheek.  Mr. J. Hyam, the Trainer of SWINGING SOLIDER, was advised a Veterinary Certificate of Fitness would be required prior to presenting for a future trial or race.
RACE 4 – MELB CUP LIVE RACING AT MORPHETTVILLE MAIDEN PLATE  -



1050 metres

On jumping away GOLDEN MONARCH (J. Bowditch) and REACHFAR (A. Herrmann) came together and bumped.
In the vicinity of the 800 metres LA POUPEE (S. Cahill) shifted in onto SHE’S MOLLY (L. Stojakovic) which had to be steadied when tightened onto REACHFAR (A. Herrmann).  S. Cahill was severely reprimanded and advised in future to shift ground only when entitled to do so.  

RACE 4 – MELB CUP LIVE RACING AT MORPHETTVILLE MAIDEN PLATE  -



1050 metres (Cont’d)

GOLDEN MONARCH (J. Bowditch) hung out severely throughout the event and inside the 500 metres, shifted out onto REACHFAR (A. Herrmann) which was hampered when tightened onto SHE’S MOLLY (L. Stojakovic).  In consequence KIRVIC (Jordan Frew), which was racing to the outside of SHE’S MOLLY, had to be eased.  GOLDEN MONARCH was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported the mare to be lame in the near hind leg.  Ms. G. Henderson, the Trainer of GOLDEN MONARCH, was advised a Veterinary Certificate of Fitness would be required prior to presenting for a future trial or race. 
OUR MIMI (P. Gatt) laid in under pressure in the straight.  OUR MIMI was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
T. Baker, the rider of KISSENFIRE, reported to Stewards that the mare made excessive respiratory noise during the event.  KISSENFIRE was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported the mare was exhibiting excessive respiratory noise.  Mr. W. Clarken, the Trainer of KISSENFIRE, was advised an Endoscopic Examination Report and Veterinary Certificate of Fitness would be required prior to presenting for a future trial or race.
D. Tourneur, the rider of KARABAY, reported to Stewards that in the vicinity of the 400 metres, his saddle had slipped back placing him at a disadvantage for the remainder of the event.
RACE 5 – EVRIGHT.COM CLASS 2 HANDICAP  -  1000 metres

On jumping away SWEET NEVER (J. Maund) shifted in and contacted TORTOSA (J. Potter).

STRAYING TIGER (P. Keane) shifted out on jumping away contacting OUR DESTINATION (A. Patterson) which was hampered.

At the entrance to the straight STRAYING TIGER (P. Keane) was held up for a short distance when racing on the heels of RIVIERA QUEEN (J. Bowditch).  

J. Maund, the rider of SWEET NEVER, which performed poorly, explained that he had lead as instructed however the horse felt flat when compared to its previous starts.  He added that in the vicinity of the 400 metres, SWEET NEVER, when placed under pressure, failed to respond to his riding and in his opinion finished the race off poorly.  SWEET NEVER was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported the mare to be lame in the near foreleg.  Mr. W. Clarken, the Trainer of SWEET NEVER, was advised a Veterinary Certificate of Fitness would be required prior to presenting for a future trial or race.
RACE 6 – TATTSBET RATING 0-62 HANDICAP  -  2052 metres

Mr. M. Hickmott, the Trainer of MONTEFALCO, was questioned regarding the Thoroughbred Identification Card not being available for the gelding. As Stewards were able to establish the identity of MONTEFALCO from its microchip and records held by them, the gelding was permitted to start.  Having considered the explanation provided, Mr. Hickmott was fined $100 under ARR.59A.

TAPEKA POINT (NZ) (P. Gatt) and WOTZITWORTH (P. Keane) were slow to begin.

HEART TO HEART (K. Bishop) and HONG KONG MISSY (J. Potter) raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event.
RACE 6 – TATTSBET RATING 0-62 HANDICAP  -  2052 metres (Cont’d)

In the vicinity of the 1100 metres SCENIC SONG (A. Herrmann) improved onto the heels of THAT’S ALL GOLD (B. Hoppo) and had to be steadied.  In consequence, TAPEKA POINT (NZ) (P. Gatt), which was racing behind SCENIC SONG, had to be steadied and in doing so shifted out contacting GOLDEN SCHNAPPS (C. Lindop) which was hampered when its hind quarters were turned out.

K. Bishop, the rider of HEART TO HEART, which performed poorly, explained that the mare raced extremely keenly in the early stages and when placed under pressured in the vicinity of the 600 metres, failed to respond to her riding and in her opinion would be better suited in shorter events.  Ms. R. Day, the Trainer of HEART TO HEART, advised that she would recommend to connections that the mare be spelled.  HEART TO HEART was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
RACE 7 – MYER CLASS 1 HANDICAP  -  1200 metres

On jumping away NATURAL DISASTER (B. Claridge) was inconvenienced when tightened between WINE LOVER (P. Gatt) which shifted in, and THREE STAR GENERAL (J. Potter) which shifted out slightly.
HEURIGER (T. Baker) was slow to begin.

GULLY KING (J. Kah) raced greenly and was inclined to shift about throughout the event.  

NADAKA (C. Lindop) raced keenly in the early and middle stages whilst racing on the heels of THREE STAR GENERAL (J. Potter).

Inside the 600 metres SILENT STASH (S. Cahill) shifted out to improve and in doing so made contact with FLASH MICK (J. Holder) which became unbalanced when its hind quarters were turned out.

S. Cahill, the rider of SILENT STASH, was questioned regarding his riding over the concluding stages of the event.  After considering his explanation S. Cahill was reprimanded under ARR.137(b) in relation to riding his mounts out to the end of the race.  
B. Claridge, the rider of NATURAL DISASTER, reported that the mare’s temperament en route to the barrier was different to when he had previously ridden NATURAL DISASTER.  He added that during the event the mare over raced and upon straightening, in his opinion, felt sore in its forelegs.  NATURAL DISASTER was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
J. Bowditch, the rider of EXALTED FILLY, reported that he was concerned with the mare’s action in the straight.  EXALTED FILLY was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported an elevated heart rate and a slow recovery.
Correct weight was delayed to allow T. Baker, the rider of HEURIGER, to view the official image for fourth.  

WINE LOVER lost its off fore plate during the running of this event.

RACE 8 – EXPRESS COLOUR PRINTING RATING 0-71 HANDICAP  -  1600 metres

On jumping away UMALUKA (Jordan Frew) and BIRDMAN (M. Neilson) came together and brushed.
RACE 8 – EXPRESS COLOUR PRINTING RATING 0-71 HANDICAP  -  

1600 metres (Cont’d)

SAVVY SMOKIN’ (J. Kah) raced wide without cover throughout the event.

M. Neilson, the rider of BIRDMAN, reported to Stewards that he was concerned with the action of that gelding in the straight.  BIRDMAN was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported the gelding to be lame in both forelegs.  Mr. T. McEvoy, the Trainer of BIRDMAN, was advised a Veterinary Certificate of Fitness would be required prior to presenting for a future trial or race.

KUITPO BLAZE suffered a bi-lateral bleeding attack during this event.  Mr. W. Clarken, the Trainer of KUITPO BLAZE, was advised the mare was suspended from racing for a period of three (3) months in accordance with ARR.53A.

MISS BALL, which performed poorly, was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
JEUNEALISTIC lost its off fore plate during the running of this event.

ITALIAN DANZA lost its near fore plate during the running of this event.
