RACE 1 : SILVERN GUARDIAN SECURITY RATING 0-59 HANDICAP  -  1600 metres

SHEHARA (K. Bishop) shifted out on jumping away brushing MISS ARTICULATE (J. Kah), which jumped away awkwardly.  

In the vicinity of the 1300 metres DASHAGH (E. Boyd) raced in restricted room for a short distance between MASTER ROBBIE (T. Pannell), which rolled out marginally, and MISS ARTICULATE (J. Kah).
SHEHARA was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
RACE 2 : ASSET PROTECTIVE FENCING RATING 0-64 HANDICAP  -  1850 metres

OUT DO ME (A. Patterson) and MOUNTAIN CLIMBER (J. Toeroek) were slow to begin.
RACE 3 : HOTEL EYRE / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  -  1400 metres

In the vicinity of the 1300 metres TIGGY (B. Claridge) was forced to race in restricted room for a short distance between ORDYNSKI’S HILL (J. Toeroek), which rolled out marginally, and RUN FOR CASH (M. Schrapel), which rolled in marginally.
In the early and middle stages of the event TIGGY (B. Claridge) over-raced.  

Approaching the 200 metres TIGGY (B. Claridge) rolled in and inconvenienced RUN FOR CASH (M. Schrapel).
RACE 4 : WHYALLA CITY COUNCIL WHYALLA CUP  -  1600 metres

From in the vicinity of the 400 metres until entering the home straight, PELEKUNU VALLEY (NZ) (M. Schrapel) became held up between the heels of GOLD VINTAGE (M. Tyndall), which commenced to give ground, and MASTER PICKLES (B. Claridge).
RACE 4 : WHYALLA CITY COUNCIL WHYALLA CUP  -  1600 metres (Cont’d)
From inside the 100 metres until the near 50 metres JEWEL KING (E. Brooks) was disappointed for clear running between the heels of PELEKUNU VALLEY (NZ) (M. Schrapel) and MUSTY SPRINGS (Jordan Frew) and was obliged to alter course to the outside of MUSTY SPRINGS to obtain clear running.  

GOLD VINTAGE (M. Tyndall), which commenced to give ground from inside the 400 metres, was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
RACE 5 : WHYALLA FORESHORE MOTOR INN / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  -  1100 metres

The start of this race was delayed approximately two minutes owing to the tongue tie on LA CARAMBA having to be replaced and also due to FREE RANGE (W. Kerford) and MR KARGER (P. Roff) proving difficult to load.  Mr. D. Bonetti, the Trainer of FREE RANGE, and Mr. S. Drewitt, the Trainer of MR KARGER, were advised that a repetition of these geldings’ behaviour may lead to stronger action being taken against them.
MR KARGER (P. Roff) jumped away awkwardly.

BIT O’ ME (T. Zanker), which was fractious in the barriers, was slow to begin.  Mr. L. Murray, the Trainer of BIT O’ ME, was advised a Warning had been placed on the gelding and should it prove fractious in barriers in future, stronger action may be taken against it.  

From in the vicinity of the 400 metres until the entrance to the straight UBER COOL (J. Toeroek) laid out.  

Approaching the 200 metres MADIBA’S VISION (M. Tyndall) rolled out marginally and brushed with KISSED AGAIN (P. Claridge), which rolled in marginally.
RACE 6 : EVENTS WHYALLA RATING 0-77 HANDICAP  -  1100 metres

The start of this race was delayed approximately one minute owing to SILVER CITY BOY proving difficult to load.

SILVER CITY BOY (T. Baker) stood flat footed as the gates opened and missed the start several lengths.  Mr. P. Cole, the Trainer of SILVER CITY BOY, was advised a Warning had been placed on the gelding and should it prove difficult to load, or stand flat footed in future, stronger action may be taken against it.

Shortly after jumping away KING RODNEY (J. Kah) shifted in and brushed KUITPO DANCER (B. Claridge).

L. Stojakovic, the rider of RULING PARTY, reported the gelding was inclined to lay out from inside the 600 metres until approaching the 300 metres.  
SILVER CITY BOY was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
RACE 7 : BUDGET CAR & TRUCK RENTAL RATING 0-64 HANDICAP  -  1400 metres

Mr. P. Holtham, the trainer of GRACEFUL EDGE, put a submission to Stewards prior to the running of this event, that he was of the belief he had applied to have blinkers removed from the gelding’s gear via the Trainers Service Centre. Stewards advised they would permit GRACEFUL EDGE to race without blinkers as he had intended but a monetary penalty may be imposed if Stewards confirmed that the request for the gear was not placed prior to acceptance time.

RACE 7 : BUDGET CAR & TRUCK RENTAL RATING 0-64 HANDICAP  -  


1400 metres (Cont’d)

PRETTY DANZ (J. Toeroek) jumped away awkwardly.  
SHARADA (J. Kah) was slow to begin.  

Approaching the 600 metres CARDHU MALT (E. Brooks) rolled out and brushed PRETTY DANZ (J. Toeroek).  
RACE 8 : MCLEODS WHYALLA MOTOR COMPANY RATING 0-59 HANDICAP  -


1200 metres

Prior to the running of this race YOU ARE SO VAIN, which appeared awkward in its action in the mounting yard, was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon and passed fit to race.

On jumping away DO SOMETHING (T. Pannell) shifted out, tightening YOU ARE SO VAIN (K. Bishop) onto THREE STAR GENERAL (J. Toeroek).

From inside the 600 metres until the finish BREAK THE DRY (J. Kah) laid out.  BREAK THE DRY was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported the mare to be suffering from medium grade “thumps”.
DISCOUNTED (L. Stojakovic), which was reluctant to stretch out in the early stages of the event, was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported a lower than expected heart rate.
