RACE 1 : COCA-COLA AMATIL RATING 0-68 HANDICAP  -  1000 metres

BELLEVELON (E. Brooks) and KOODA WONDER (K. Bishop) jumped away awkwardly.


Racing to the 400 metres MUMSLAD (J. Matthews) was inclined to hang out and as a result inconvenienced ZIADIE (J. Potter) and BELLEVELON (E. Brooks), which were taken wider on the track.
RACE 2 : CARLTON DRAUGHT RATING 60+ HANDICAP  -  1200 metres

PIONEER PRINCE (D. Tourneur) jumped away awkwardly.
PIONEER PRINCE (D. Tourneur) and PASS THE ACE (J. Potter) were inclined to race keenly in the early and middle stages.

RACE 3 : PORT LINCOLN HOTEL / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  -  1200 metres

SHADOW JUDGEMENT (S. Price) and TRUTHS (J. Kah) jumped away awkwardly and as a result brushed on jumping resulting in SHADOW JUDGEMENT being slow into stride.

Approaching the 400 metres BEYOND DOUBT (D. Tourneur) shifted out brushing MUNGO MERLOT (P. Roff).
Racing at the 300 metres GOING STRONG (T. Baker) had to momentarily steady when NATURAL HERO (E. Brooks) shifted out under pressure.

D. Tourneur, the rider of BEYOND DOUBT, explained the gelding had travelled comfortably until the vicinity of the 400 metres where he felt BEYOND DOUBT commenced to weaken.  D. Tourneur further stated that the gelding was in need of today’s run and would be further improved after its run today.  BEYOND DOUBT was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
RACE 4 : MORTLOCK SERVO / SABOIS 3YO RATING 0-61 HANDICAP  -  1000 metres

HOST WITH THE MOST (J. Potter) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out brushing QUICK LOVER (E. Boyd).
FREE RANGE (W. Kerford) was slow to begin.  

RACE 4 : MORTLOCK SERVO / SABOIS 3YO RATING 0-61 HANDICAP  -  

1000 metres (Cont’d)

QUICK LOVER (E. Boyd) was inclined to race greenly in the early and middle stages.

CORONA GIRL (P. Roff) was inclined to race ungenerously in the middle stages.

Racing to the 400 metres CORONA GIRL (P. Roff), in an attempt to improve, shifted out making contact with HOST WITH THE MOST (J. Potter) on two occasions resulting in HOST WITH THE MOST becoming unbalanced for a short distance.

Approaching the winning post CORONA GIRL (P. Roff) shifted in and away from HOST WITH THE MOST (J. Potter) bumping MONTALTO (S. Westover).

RACE 5 : DOUG WATSON’S MENSWEAR RATING 0-59 HANDICAP  -  1000 metres

The start of this race was delayed approximately three minutes when the Clark of the Course was dislodged from her mount and required attention from the on course ambulance staff.

ALANNAN LAD (D. Tourneur) jumped away awkwardly and knuckled.  

LYNSHEE (L. Hopwood) jumped away awkwardly, shifted out bumping FINAL DYNASTY (S. Cahill).

MISS HARREB (E. Boyd) was inclined to lay out throughout the event.


Approaching the winning post SEEARDI BLUE (P. Roff) rolled in under pressure resulting in LYNSHEE (L. Hopwood) having to momentarily steady.  P. Roff was reminded of his obligations when shifting ground.

MISS HARREB was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities.
RACE 6 : LEADER DISTRIBUTORS RATING 0-72 HANDICAP  -  1350 metres

DISCOUNTED (J. Kah) and JUSTONETWOMANY (K. Bishop) brushed on jumping.  

MILITARY DAN (E. Boyd) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out bumping REGANSBURG (D. Tourneur).

TARONGA (P. Roff) was slow into stride.

Racing to the 900 metres MASTER PICKLES (W. Kerford) was inclined to race keenly for a short distance.  

REGANSBURG (D. Tourneur) raced three wide with no cover throughout the event.
JUSTONETWOMANY was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported the gelding to be lame in the off foreleg.  Mr. R. Atkinson, the Trainer of JUSTONETWOMANY, was advised a Veterinary Certificate of Fitness would be required prior to presenting for a future trial or race.

RACE 7 : VETS ON EYRE RATING 0-59 HANDICAP  -  1250 metres

PRIMAL INSTINCT (P. Roff) jumped away awkwardly, shifted out bumping MY GOOD FRIEND (A. Patterson).
RACE 7 : VETS ON EYRE RATING 0-59 HANDICAP  -  1250 metres (Cont’d)
LADY REYANE (E. Boyd) jumped away awkwardly, shifted in bumping KUITPO DANCER (W. Kerford).

REALLY ROCKING (L. Hopwood) jumped away awkwardly, shifted in bumping JUST PURE FUN (J. Kah).

Racing to the 1000 metres RUBY’S ANGEL (J. Potter), which commenced to ease, was obliged to check and lose its position when tightened by LADY REYANE (E. Boyd) who was on its inside, which rolled out marginally, and DANZEROUND THE SUN (K. Bishop) which was taken in marginally by JAIPUR GEM (S. Cahill), who shifted in.  S. Cahill was reminded of his obligations when shifting ground.

RACE 2 : SABOIS 3Y0 MAIDEN PLATE  -  1000 metres
The Stewards have today inquired into the bona fides of the ownership of the racehorse WRITE NO MORE and the circumstances in which that filly raced in the incorrect ownership at the Port Lincoln race meeting on the 20th September 2012.
Stewards charged Mr. C. Baker, Trainer of WRITE NO MORE, under Rule ARR.56 in that the details provided in his entry for WRITE NO MORE for the races at Port Lincoln on 20 September 2012, showed the incorrect ownership for that filly. Mr. Baker pleaded guilty. In determining penalty, Stewards took into account Mr. Baker’s plea, his co-operation with the Stewards and his record in regards to this rule. He was fined $600. Mr. Baker was informed of his Right of Appeal.
