RACE 1 : SOUTHERN AUSTRALIA LIVESTOCK / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE – 1000 metres 
 
FIVE AMIGOS (C. Lindop) jumped away awkwardly and as a result was slow to begin. 
 
JUST A BOB (P. Gatt) and MR DUPLESIS (K. Walters) were slow to begin. 
 
RATTLE MAN (C. Puls) laid in under pressure in the straight. 
 
In the vicinity of the 150 metres RENENET (D. Tourneur) laid in under pressure at the same 
time as FIVE AMIGOS (C. Lindop) laid out under pressure, resulting in RENENET and FIVE 
AMIGOS making heavy contact and becoming severely unbalanced for a short distance. 
 
Correct Weight for this event was delayed to allow C. Lindop, the rider of the fourth 
placegetter FIVE AMIGOS, to view the official footage in the straight. 
 
FIVE AMIGOS and RENENET were examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who 
reported no visible abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 2 : COMBINED LIVESTOCK CARRIERS / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE – 1430 metres 
 
The start of this race was delayed approximately eight minutes when Jockey P. Marks was 
struck in the face when SKYE LAIRD threw its head back.  Stewards withdrew SKYE LAIRD 
at 1.07 pm.  P. Marks was examined by the on course Ambulance personnel and ruled fit to 
fulfil his remaining engagements. 
 
FULLY LEGAL (A. Patterson) stood flat-footed and was very slow to begin.  Ms. T. Pretlove, 
the Trainer of FULLY LEGAL, was advised the gelding would have to present at either an 
Official Barrier Trial or an Official Jump Out to gain approval to race. 
 
In the vicinity of the 1300 metres TESTARITA (C. Puls) shifted out abruptly for no apparent 
reason. 
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RACE 2 : COMBINED LIVESTOCK CARRIERS / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE – 1430 metres 
  (Cont’d) 
 
RANDI (E. Boyd) was inclined to race greenly throughout the event. 
 
In the vicinity of the 100 metres TESTARITA (C. Puls), when taking a tight run between 
BARRIER BOYS (T. Baker) and QUEEN NEDIYM (P. Gatt), shifted out, brushing BARRIER 
BOYS. 
 
 
RACE 3 : HAGE TRACTORS RATING 0-76 HANDICAP  -  1200 metres 
 
The start of this race was delayed approximately three minutes owing to the delay in the 
previous event. 
 
FRADEMA (P. Gatt) was slow to begin. 
 
MR CRANE (J. Kah) raced three wide without cover throughout the event. 
 
CUTE TO BOOT was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 4 : LANDMARK LTD RATING 0-59 HANDICAP  -  1430 metres 
 
TONTO’S PRIDE (M. Neilson) was slow to begin. 
 
In the vicinity of the 100 metres TORRIDON (A. Herrmann) had to momentarily steady when 
BELMONT PARK (P. Gatt) shifted out.  P. Gatt was reminded of his obligations when shifting 
ground in future. 
 
 
RACE 5 : TEYS AUSTRALIA NARACOORTE RATING 0-59 HANDICAP  -  2000 metres 
 
SEXY MAGIC (NZ) (D. Tourneur) stood flat-footed and was slow to begin. 
 
BRING THEM ON (D. Stra) was slow to begin. 
 
 
RACE 6 : PINKERTON PALM HAMLYN & STEEN RATING 60 & OVER HANDICAP  - 
  2000 metres 
 
TUSCAN RANGER (P. Gatt) was slow to begin. 
 
GATALISTIC (A. Patterson) raced ungenerously in the early and middle stages when being 
restrained. 
 
In the vicinity of the 250 metres, for a short distance, GATALISTIC (A. Patterson) was held 
up for clear running when racing on the heels of HENRY’S QUEST (C. Puls). 
 
SEASON OF FORTUNE and MAGICAL SUNDAY, which performed below expectations, 
were examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities. 
 
HENRY’S QUEST was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible 
abnormalities. 
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RACE 7 : SINCLAIR ELECTRICAL RATING 0-72 HANDICAP  -  1430 metres 
 
SEED CAPITAL (C. Puls) was slow into stride and was unable to muster early speed. 
 
THORNY DEVIL (J. Frew) hung in severely in the straight, resulting in that rider being unable 
to ride his mount out to the finish.  THORNY DEVIL was examined by the Club’s Veterinary 
Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 8 : ELDERS LTD CLASS 2 HANDICAP  -  1100 metres 
 
JOLLY BEL (C. Lindop) was slow to begin.
