RAIL: True 
 
RACE 1 : BORAL RATING 0-72 HANDICAP - 1100 metres 
 
DABAMIRAK (D. Evans) jumped away awkwardly. 
 
In the vicinity of the 100 metres K. Brooks, the rider of EGO’S GOOD, accidentally dropped her 
whip.  K. Brooks was reprimanded under ARR.137(a) for carelessness in dropping her whip. 
 
MASTER PICKLES was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 2 : JAMES (JIM) MCMAHON MEMORIAL RATING 0-68 HANDICAP - 1400 metres 
 
CAPTAIN PERCY (J. Kah) was slow to begin. 
 
AL CHICAGO (L. Hopwood) raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event and was 
inclined to lay in for a short distance inside the 1100 metres. 
 
 
RACE 3 : ACCOLADE WINES / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE - 1400 metres 
 
CENTRE RIPPLE (D. Stra) was slow to begin. 
 
MISTAKEN VALUE (R. Bell) jumped away awkwardly. 
 
RELATIVE (T. Zanker) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out onto DANE HETTY (D. Evans). 
 
Shortly after the start PURE QUARTZ (J. Kah) was tightened for room between FREE RANGE 
(A. Patterson), which jumped away awkwardly and shifted in, and ROAD SENSE (L. Hopwood), 
which shifted out on jumping away. 
 
PURE QUARTZ (J. Kah) raced wide without cover from inside the 600 metres. 
 
J. Kah, the rider of PURE QUARTZ, explained that after jumping on terms and despite suffering 
interference shortly after the start, she was comfortable with her position in running, however, in 
the vicinity of the 600 metres when asked for an effort, the gelding was off the bridle, failed to 
quicken and thereafter finished the race off in a reasonable manner.  PURE QUARTZ was 
examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities. 
 
DANE HETTY was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible 
abnormalities. 
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RACE 4 : BRYAN (POPEYE) HARBRIDGE MEMORIAL RATING 0-68 HANDICAP - 
1850 metres 

 
LEVEN’S LANE (T. Zanker) raced wide without cover throughout the event. 
 
 
RACE 5 : PORT AUGUSTA NOW / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE - 1100 metres 
 
The start of this race was delayed approximately one minute owing to ANOTHER ENEMY 
proving difficult to load. 
 
PAGANINI’S BROTHER (T. Zanker) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out onto 
STRAVINSKA (T. Pannell). 
 
Shortly after the start BERRY KISSES (D. Tootell) and ANOTHER ENEMY (E. Boyd) contacted 
when both horses shifted ground. 
 
RISPETTO (D. Stra) jumped away awkwardly and shifted in onto DANIEL BOY (R. Bell), which 
was inconvenienced. 
 
In the vicinity of the 700 metres BERRY KISSES (D. Tootell) was inclined to lay in onto 
ANOTHER ENEMY (E. Boyd), which was inconvenienced for several strides. 
 
ANOTHER ENEMY (E. Boyd) was inclined to shift out rounding the home turn. 
 
In the vicinity of the 200 metres DANIEL BOY (R. Bell) shifted in abruptly of its own accord. 
 
FACELING was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 6 : DANNY CARTER PAINTING CONTRACTOR RATING 0-58 HANDICAP - 

1200 metres 
 
The start of this race was delayed one minute owing to BIT O’ ME becoming fractious in the 
barriers.  BIT O’ ME was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who ruled the gelding fit to 
race. 
 
NORDET HERO (L. Hopwood) jumped away awkwardly and shifted in onto LOVE A SEQUALO 
(J. Potter), which was taken in onto SHEPHERDS TALE (D. Stra), which lost its position. 
 
NORDET HERO (L. Hopwood) commenced to hang out from the vicinity of the 800 metres. 
 
T. Zanker, the rider of FLYING CLUB, reported her saddle shifted slightly on jumping away, 
placing her at a disadvantage for the remainder of the event. 
 
ORDYNSKI’S HILL, which performed below expectations, was examined by the Club’s 
Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 7 : DARRYL FULLERTON MEMORIAL RATING 0-58 HANDICAP - 1600 metres 
 
BESA BOLA (D. Stra) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out onto BULLYDOZER (E. Boyd), 
which was tightened onto TONI’S CONNECTION (T. Zanker).  As a consequence 
BULLYDOZER was inconvenienced. 
 
MADIBA’S VISION (K. Brooks) jumped away awkwardly. 
 
BESA BOLA (D. Stra) was inclined to over-race in the early stages of the event. 
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RACE 7 : DARRYL FULLERTON MEMORIAL RATING 0-58 HANDICAP - 1600 metres 
 (Cont’d) 
 
Inside the 1000 metres DEFONET (A. Patterson) shifted in, inconveniencing MADIBA’S VISION 
(K. Brooks) for several strides.  A. Patterson was reminded of his obligations when shifting 
ground in future. 
 
LOGICALLY was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible 
abnormalities.
