Thoroughbred Racing SA Stewards have conducted an inquiry into the circumstances in 

which A. Herrmann, the rider of BLAZING COMET which clipped heels, became dislodged in 

the vicinity of the 400 metres.  Having considered evidence taken from a number of riders, 

the Stewards’ observations and having reviewed the surveillance vision, Stewards were 

satisfied that BLAZING COMET had improved into a tight run between LADY PHOENIX (K. 

Bishop), which commenced to weaken, and MEADOWS BOO (C. Lever) and as a result 

clipped the heels of LADY PHOENIX, stumbled and dislodged A. Herrmann. 

As Stewards could not be satisfied that LADY PHOENIX and MEADOWS BOO had contributed 

to the incident, they determined no rider to be culpable and took no action in the matter.
