RACE 1 : XXXX GOLD / SABOIS TWO-YEARS-OLD & OVER MAIDEN PLATE -  1550 metres 
 
GREEN DAISY (C. Puls) raced wide without cover throughout the event. 
 
GOING NOWHERE, which performed below expectations, was examined by the Club’s 
Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities. 
 
RACE 2 : BOOKMAKERS / SABOIS TWO-YEARS-OLD & OVER MAIDEN PLATE  -   

1200 metres 
 
WHYCLASS (S. Cahill) was slow to begin. 
 
OUTBACK STORY (J. Potter) was very slow to begin. 
 
HASTA LA GERRY (M. Munday) and EMMA’S SECRET (B. Claridge) were both slow into 
stride. 
 
IT’S FINE NOW (A. Doyle) was held up for clear running from the vicinity of the 400 metres 
until the vicinity of the 300 metres. 
 
In the vicinity of the 300 metres HASTA LA GERRY (M. Munday) and OUTBACK STORY (J. 
Potter) were inconvenienced and lost their positions when IT’S FINE NOW (A. Doyle) shifted 
out to improve around the heels of LEGAL VEINE (J. Frew) at the same time as BETTER 
JOURNEY (H. McKechnie) shifted out when racing on the heels of EMERALD LANE (E. 
Finnegan).  A. Doyle and H. McKechnie were severely reprimanded and advised to take 
greater care in future when shifting ground. 
 
JACK ATTACK, which performed below expectations, was examined by the Club’s 
Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities. 
 
RACE 3 : HOST AT WILLOW GROVE RATING 0-58 HANDICAP  -  1100 metres 
 
As the Thoroughbred Identification Card for SILVER LEE was not available as required by 
the Rules, Stewards permitted the mare to race when they were able to identify it from 
records held by them.  Mr. D. Batters, the Trainer of SILVER LEE, was fined $50 under 
AR59A. 
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RACE 3 : HOST AT WILLOW GROVE RATING 0-58 HANDICAP  -  1100 metres (Cont’d) 
 
MASTER BLACK (Z. Spain) was slow to begin. 
 
ON THE REBOUND (E. Finnegan) raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
COMBAT DANCER (D. Caboche) was held up for clear running from the entrance to the 
straight until the vicinity of the 200 metres when racing on the heels of HALL OF PEACE (C. 
Jokic). 
 
In the vicinity of the 200 metres COMBAT DANCER (D. Caboche) shifted out to improve 
around the heels of HALL OF PEACE (C. Jokic) and as a result made contact with ULTRA 
VIRES (B. Claridge) on a number of occasions. 
 
SANDHILL JETT, which performed below expectations, was examined by the Club’s 
Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible abnormalities. 
 
RACE 4 : BEN DOUGLAS ELECTRICIAN RATING 0-58 HANDICAP  -  1500 metres 
 
AFFLECK (C. Hall) and MISS WAIROA (E. Finnegan) were slow to begin. 
 
In the vicinity of the 200 metres SHE BE SMOKIN’ (B. Claridge) had to be steadied 
momentarily when BIANMAGIC (J. Frew) shifted in.  J. Frew was severely reprimanded and 
advised to take greater care when shifting ground in future. 
 
In the vicinity of the 150 metres R. Hurdle, the rider of BEL CASA, accidentally dropped his 
whip.  R. Hurdle was reprimanded and advised future carelessness may result in a penalty 
being imposed. 
 
AFFLECK was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
RACE 5 : UPPER SOUTH EAST LIQUID WASTE BENCHMARK 72 HANDICAP  -  1550 metres 
 
LEAD THE WITNESS (H. McKechnie) shifted in under pressure over the concluding stages 
of the event. 
 
RACE 6 : POOGINAGORIC FREE RANGE TURKEYS RATING 0-62 HANDICAP  –   

2000 metres 
 

ROYALS (R. Hurdle) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out, brushing DIAPHYSIS (C. 
Jokic). 
 
ARRAWANOOC (J. Mallyon) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out. 
 
NULLARBOR (M. Munday) was slow to begin. 
 
DIAPHYSIS (C. Jokic) was inclined to hang out from the vicinity of the 800 metres and 
rounding the home turn, hung out severely placing that rider at a disadvantage. 
 
In the vicinity of the 600 metres DANOULI (J. Frew) was momentarily inconvenienced when 
racing tight to the inside of WIZZA’S MAGIC (C. Puls) for a short distance. 
 
In the vicinity of the 150 metres ARRAWANOOC (J. Mallyon) shifted in marginally, bumping 
WIZZA’S MAGIC (C. Puls). 
 
DIAPHYSIS was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible 
abnormalities. 
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RACE 7 : MURCH PLUMBING & ROOFING BENCHMARK 72 HANDICAP -  1200 metres 
 
In the vicinity of the 800 metres NORTH BEACH (M. Munday), which was racing keenly, had 
to be restrained off the heels of HOOK ME UP (C. Jokic) for a short distance. 
 
In the vicinity of the 700 metres HARTIE’S SPIRIT (C. Hall), in attempting to improve, shifted 
out abruptly onto the heels of DAYDREAM CHARLIE (J. Potter) and as a result 
MADEMOISELLE DENON (R. Hurdle) was inconvenienced for a short distance when taken 
wider on the track.
