RACE 1 : AUSTRALIAN HOTELIERS ASSOCIATION/SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  – 1800 metres 
 
SPIN FOR LUCK (J. Potter) - slow to begin.  In the vicinity of the 1600 metres was inclined to over-race 
and became awkwardly placed on the heels of GOT THE EDGE for a number of strides. A post-race 
veterinary examination revealed the gelding was showing signs of tying up. 
 
 
RACE 2 : CARLTON UNITED BREWERIES / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE -  1300 metres 
 
The start of this event was delayed approximately one minute. 
 
HASTA LA GERRY (P. Marks) - jumped away awkwardly and brushed REDEEKA. 
 
ACTION IN RIO (NZ) (M. Neilson) - slow to begin.   
 
REDEEKA (E. Finnegan) – brushed at the start with HASTA LA GERRY. 
 
TINY RICK (Z. Spain) – rider explained the gelding jumped away well and settled in a position that he 
was comfortable with, however, when placing the gelding under pressure in the vicinity of the 800 
metres, failed to respond to his riding and weakened out of the event. A post-race veterinary 
examination revealed the gelding to be shin sore and lame in the near foreleg.  Trainer advised 
Veterinary Certificate of Fitness required prior to future trial or race. 
 
RACE 3 : CROWN INN KINGSTON SOUTH BENCHMARK 80 HANDICAP -  1200 metres 
 
KILL BILL (D. Tourneur) – over-raced in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
HERMAN (K. Walters) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 4 : SCOTT GROUP OF COMPANIES / SABOIS TWO-YEARS-OLD & OVER MAIDEN 

PLATE  -  900 metres 
 
The start of this event was delayed approximately one minute. 
 
PAARTAPAE – refused to load. Declared a late scratching on veterinary advice at 3.09 pm. Trainer 
was advised that the gelding would be required to perform to the satisfaction of the Stewards in an 
Official Barrier Trial prior to accepting for a future race. 
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RACE 4 : SCOTT GROUP OF COMPANIES / SABOIS TWO-YEARS-OLD & OVER MAIDEN 
PLATE  -  900 metres (Cont’d) 

 
LONG VIEW (J. Potter) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted in onto KAEWSRAKOO. 
 
WILKIN (D. Tourneur) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted in. 
 
 
RACE 5 : PARK HOTEL / JOHN STAFFORD SNR MEMORIAL BENCHMARK 64 HANDICAP 

  -  1800 metres 
 
SOME DO - (M. Neilson) – inclined to hang in under pressure in the straight. 
 
HOLLY HOLY (NZ) (K. Walters) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
KEY LODGE (J. Potter) – raced wide without cover in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
Correct weight for this event was delayed to allow E. Brown (UNICAJA (NZ)) placed second to view 
the vision in the straight. 
 
 
RACE 6 : MGRC GOLD CUP CARNIVAL BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP -  1200 metres 
 
BUNUMBURT (J. Cartwright) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and bumped NIGHT NEWS. 
 
KING KAVIAR (P. Marks) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
NIGHT NEWS (E. Finnegan) – bumped at the start.  Hung in under pressure in the straight. 
 
SCROLL (K. Brooks) – held up for clear running from in the vicinity of the 300 metres for the remainder 
of the event when racing between SHE’S DELICIOUS and BUNUMBURT. 
 
MISTA HOLYFIELD (M. Neilson) – raced wide without cover throughout the event. 
 
CASH JOB (C. Puls) - slow to begin.   
 
 
RACE 7 : BELLUM HOTEL BENCHMARK 64 HANDICAP  -  1400 metres 
 
MANNY (NZ) (K. Walters) – hung out under pressure in the straight. 
 
DISCO BELLE (E. Finnegan) – trainer notified Stewards he would instruct E. Finnegan to attempt to 
settle mid-field with cover in this event.  
 
SIX BEAT (Z. Spain) - jumped away awkwardly. 
 
YUMANI (C. Puls) - slow to begin.   
 
 
RACE 8 : GAMBIER HOTEL RATING 0-58 HANDICAP  - 1550 metres 
 
KHAZNEH (M. Poon) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted out contacting NULLARBOR. 
 
NULLARBOR (M. Nielson) – on jumping away lost its position as KHAZNEH shifted out and 
ODYSSEO shifted in. 
 
ODYSSEO (E. Finnegan) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted in.  Held up for clear running from 
inside the 400 metres until in the vicinity of the 150 metres when racing behind KHAZNEH and to the 
inside of LADY JUBILEE. 
 
TELASNIP (D. Tourneur) – over-raced in the middle stages of the event. 
 
OUR WANDO (C. Puls) – raced wide without cover throughout the event.  A post-race veterinary 
examination revealed no visible abnormalities.
