RACE 1 : COOPERS BREWERY / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE  -  1400 metres 
 
The start of this race was delayed approximately four minutes. 
 
DAWN’S BOY (C. Puls) – difficult to load.  Trainer Mr. P. Preusker was advised the gelding would be 
required to load without delay in an Official Barrier Trial or Approval to Race Jump Out prior to 
accepting for a future race. 
 
RAKNIKAR (C. Hall) – slow to begin. 
 
SHOOSHKABOB (M. Neilson) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event.  Rider 
reported the gelding raced greenly throughout the event. 
 
MAJESTIC RIDGE (P. Marks) – raced in restricted room from inside the 100m and for the remainder 
of the event when racing between QUICK BISCUIT, which was inclined to lay out, and 
SHOOSHKABOB, which was racing greenly. 
 
QUICK BISCUIT (C. Jones) – laid out under pressure in the straight. 
 
 

RACE 2 : WATTLE RANGE COUNCIL / SABOIS TWO-YEAR-OLD & OVER MAIDEN PLATE – 
 1100 metres 
 
WRITTEN RULZ (C. Jones) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and bumped ORGANIC. 
 
ACTION IN RIO (NZ) (M. Neilson) - A post-race veterinary examination revealed the gelding to be 
showing early signs of shin soreness. 
 
ORGANIC (P. Marks) – bumped on jumping away. 
 
FOURDEE (Z. Spain) – raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
NEVA DOUBT US (M. Poon) – rider reported the gelding was inclined to hang out throughout the 
event. 
 
 

RACE 3 : OMNIZAR RATING 0-58 HANDICAP  -  1300 metres 
 
NIGHT NEWS (M. Poon) – shortly after the start bumped with RUBY LANE on a number of occasions. 
 
RUBY LANE (M. Neilson) – shortly after the start bumped with NIGHT NEWS on a number of 
occasions. 
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RACE 3 : OMNIZAR RATING 0-58 HANDICAP  -  1300 metres  (Cont’d) 
 
DISCO BELLE (C. Jones) – slow to begin. 
 
DADDY’S LITTLELADY (J. Potter) – dipped on jumping away. 
 
KICKING BEAR (P. Marks) - A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 4 : FINNS FINE FOODS BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP  -  1100 metres 
 
SUBJECT TO CHANGE (M. Neilson) – slow to begin.  A post-race veterinary examination revealed no 
visible abnormalities. 
 
SHE’S ALL POWER (M. Poon) – jumped away awkwardly. 
 
LITTLE PEARLA (P. Marks) – had to be steadied momentarily rounding the home turn when 
attempting a tight run between ELZETTE and JUST A SINGER. 
 
 
RACE 5 : HEYWARD’S ROYAL OAK HOTEL BENCHMARK 80 HANDICAP  -  1100 metres 
 
ACTION AGAIN (D. Caboche) – slow to begin.  A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
KILL BILL (D. Tourneur) – jumped away awkwardly. 
 
AUTUMN SUNSET (C. Lindop) – slow to begin. 
 
 
RACE 6 : KATNOOK ESTATE PENOLA CUP  -  1700 metres 
 
HADDA COUPLE (C. Lindop) – raced wide without cover in the early stages of the event.   
 
KIRVIC (D. Tourneur) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 7 : ADRIAN THOMAS INDUSTRIAL BENCHNMARK 60 HANDICAP  -  1700 metres 
 
NULLARBOR (M. Neilson) – held up for clear running from in the vicinity of the 400m until 
approaching the 100m when racing between KAPAULENKO and ODYSSEO and to the inside of 
LOVASOVA. 
 
TZAREVNA (D. Tourneur) – over-raced in the early and middle stages. 
 
ADIOS ATLANTIS (P. Marks) – raced wide without cover throughout the event.  Approaching the 
100m shifted out and away from LOVASOVA, which rolled out. 
 
SIX BEAT (Z. Spain) – raced in restricted room approaching the 100m for several strides between 
KINGDOM OF RAIN and ADIOS ATLANTIS, which shifted out and away from LOVASOVA, which 
rolled out. 
 
LOVASOVA (M. Poon) – rolled out approaching the 100m. 
 
 
RACE 8 : THOMAS, DEGARIS & CLARKSON BENCHMARK 64 HANDICAP  -  1400 metres 
 
IT’S MARTINI TIME (C. Jones) – rolled out in the vicinity of the 1100m. 
 
KING KAVIAR (P. Marks) – over-raced in the early and middle stages of the event and got its head up 
on a number of occasions. 
 
TELASNIP (D. Tourneur) – raced keenly throughout the event and got its head up on a number of 
occasions.  Unable to obtain clear ground from inside the 400m until in the vicinity of the 200m when 
racing between JETMAKER and CALYPSO CHOICE. 
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RACE 8 : THOMAS, DEGARIS & CLARKSON BENCHMARK 64 HANDICAP  -  1400 metres  
 (Cont’d) 
 
WE’RE SO LUCKY (C. Hall) – raced fiercely in the early and middle stages of the event.  In the 
vicinity of the 1100m shifted in onto CASH JOB, which had to be steadied. 
 
STREET GLASS (M. Poon) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
CASH JOB (J. Potter) – obliged to be steadied off the heels of WE’RE SO LUCKY, which was racing 
fiercely and shifted in, and IT’S MARTINI TIME, which rolled out, in the vicinity of the 1100m
