RACE 1 : QUAYCLEAN MAIDEN PLATE  -  1550 metres 
 
SAMSTAG (Z. Spain) – raced ungenerously in the early and middle stages of the event. 
 
CARSON (NZ) (B. Claridge) – rider pleaded guilty to a charge under AR137A(5)(a)(ii) in that he used 
his whip on more than five occasions prior to the 100 metres and was fined $200. 
 
CREAM OF THE CROP (D. Thornton) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted in bumping 
L’AMARYBELLE. 
 
KIRONA (T. Pannell) – fractious in the barriers. Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination and 
passed fit to race. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
L’AMARYBELLE (E. Finnegan) – bumped on jumping away when CREAM OF THE CROP shifted in. 
 
 
RACE 2 : MITTYS MAIDEN PLATE  -  1250 metres 
 
BOLD TALKER (R. Hurdle) – bumped on jumping away when STREET EMBRACE shifted out. 
 
DOUBTFUL BILLY (Z. Spain) – bumped on jumping away when LONDOSTAR shifted out. 
 
ANYPORTINASTORM (J. Kah) - performed below expectations.  A post-race veterinary examination 
revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
JONNY AKHATON (D. Tootell) – rider reported the gelding felt awkward in its action.  A post-race 
veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
LONDOSTAR (J. Toeroek) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted out bumping DOUBTFUL BILLY. 
 
PRECURSOR (J. Potter) - in the vicinity of the 900 metres made the turn awkwardly and shifted out 
onto the heels of STRONG PLAY and as a result clipped heels and stumbled. 
 
STREET EMBRACE (T. Pannell) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted out bumping BOLD TALKER. 
 
STRONG PLAY (J. Holder) – laid in throughout the event.  A post-race veterinary examination 
revealed a small laceration to the off side of its mouth. 
 
 
RACE 3 : ADELAIDE GALVANISING MAIDEN PLATE -  1000 metres 
 
JIMMY ROYALE (M. Vance) – approaching the 800 metres shifted in marginally. Rider reminded of 
her obligations when shifting ground in future.  In the vicinity of the 700 metres had to be steadied and 
lost its position when LOTTA DAME shifted in marginally. 
 
SUPER RULES (M. Neilson) - in the vicinity of the 700 metres shifted in marginally. 
 
SAGANO (J. Frew) - slow to begin.   
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RACE 3 : ADELAIDE GALVANISING MAIDEN PLATE -  1000 metres (Cont’d) 
 
WINGARD’S MARK (R. Hurdle) - in the vicinity of the 700 metres shifted in and away marginally from 
SUPER RULES. 
 
BITTER TWIST (B. Claridge) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
LOTTA DAME (Z. Spain) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted in bumping TICKETS TO KISS.  In the 
vicinity of the 700 metres shifting in and away from WINGARD’S MARK, which shifted in marginally 
 
TICKETS TO KISS (D. Caboche) – bumped on jumping away and as a result was slow into stride.  
Approaching the 800 metres was momentarily inconvenienced when JIMMY ROYALE shifted in 
marginally.  Approaching the 700 metres had to steady off heels and lost its position. 
 
WITCHCRAFT MISS (J. Toeroek) – inclined to lay in under pressure in the straight. 
 

 
RACE 4 : UBET HANDICAP  -  1250 metres 
 
FINNTUITION (J. Cartwright) - jumped away awkwardly, shifted out and bumped CLEAN SLATE.  In 
the vicinity of the 200 metres was eased out of the event. Rider reported that he felt concerned with 
the mare’s action over the concluding stages and therefore eased the mare out of the event.  A post-
race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. Co-Trainer Mr Kent was advised he 
must furnish the results of a veterinary examination from his own stable veterinary surgeon prior to 
future trial or race.  
 
AUGUSTA BELLE (D. Caboche) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted in and bumped CLEAN 
SLATE. 
 
SHE’S A STORM (C. Lindop) - slow to begin.  Raced keenly in the early and middle stages of the 
event. 
 
CLEAN SLATE (J. Toeroek) – bumped on jumping away and as a result was slow into stride. 
Performed below expectations. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 

 
AMERITAR (Z. Spain) - in the vicinity of the 900 metres raced keenly for a short distance.  
Approaching the 400 metres was held up for clear running for a short distance. 

 
 
RACE 5 : HUGHES CHAUFFEURED LIMOUSINES HANDICAP  -  1250 metres 
 
ZARAKHANI (D. Thornton) - held up for clear running from in the vicinity of the 600 metres until the 
entrance to the straight. 
 
SEMAPHORE (B. Claridge) – inconvenienced on jumping away when taken wider. 
 
BAND PRACTICE (E. Finnegan) – inconvenienced and lost its position on jumping away when 
tightened between SEMAPHORE and FULL SWING. 
 
CRUSIN’ KATE (J. Toeroek) – performed below expectations. A post-race veterinary examination 
revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
RUBY FOR HENRY (D. Caboche) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted out. 
 
GEORDIE’S LASS (T. Zanker) – inconvenienced on jumping away when taken wider. 
 
 
 
RACE 6 : IRISH RACE DAY 27 AUGUST HANDICAP  -  1300 metres 
 
Due to a burst water main in the vicinity of the 1400 metres the race distance was changed from 1400 
metres to 1300 metres. 
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RACE 6 : IRISH RACE DAY 27 AUGUST HANDICAP  -  1300 metres (Cont’d) 
 
PENDLEBURY (J. Cartwright) – shifted out at the entrance to the straight when insufficiently clear. 
Rider pleaded guilty to a charge of Careless Riding under AR137(a) for shifting ground when 
insufficiently clear and was suspended from riding in races for a period to commence at midnight on 
Wednesday, 20 July, and to conclude at midnight on Saturday, 30 July 2016: a period of four (4) 
meetings. Performed below expectations.  A post-race veterinary examination revealed the gelding 
had suffered a bi-lateral bleeding attack.  Trainer advised the gelding’s was suspended from racing 
for a period of three months in accordance with AR59A. 
 
RED DAZZLE (C. Lindop) – had to check at the entrance to the straight and lost its position when 
PENDLEBURY shifted out. 
 
CATCH ME LATAR (J. Toeroek) - in the vicinity of the 200 metres shifted out around the heels of 
SWEET SATURDAY to improve. 
 

 
RACE 7 : SCHWEPPES HANDICAP  -  1550 metres 
 
THE NIGHT SKY (D. Caboche) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted out bumping SARAH’S WAY. 
 
JOCKS GLEN (M. Poon) - slow to begin.  Pulled hard in the early and middle stages of the event. In 
the vicinity of the 500 metres shifted in abruptly.  A post-race veterinary examination revealed no 
visible abnormalities. 
 
MOZART’S DREAM (Z. Spain) – in the vicinity of the 500 metres had to check and lost its position 
when tightened for room to the inside of JOCKS GLEN.  Lost its off hind plate during the event.  A 
post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
KIPROTICH (C. Lindop) – in the vicinity of the 500 metres inconvenienced when taken wider. 
 
SARAH’S WAY (J. Potter) – bumped on jumping away. In the vicinity of the 500 metres 
inconvenienced when taken wider. 
 
 

RACE 8 : PETER ELBERG HANDICAP  -  1300 metres    
 
SECRETMENSBUSINESS (M. Neilson) – reared on jumping away and as a result began awkwardly 
and was very slow to begin. Tailed the field throughout. Warning issued. 
 
FRIENDWITHBENEFITS (R. Hurdle) - performed below expectations.  A post-race veterinary 
examination revealed a lower than expected heart rate. 
 
Correct weight for this event was delayed to allow the Stewards to view the official vision of the start. 
 
 

RACE 9 : FARMER’S UNION COFFEE HANDICAP - 1250 metres    
 
CONCENTRATE (M. Neilson) - slow to begin.  Held up for clear running from the entrance of the 
straight until in the vicinity of the 200 metres. 
 
RAHEEBA (J. Cartwright) – rider pleaded guilty to a charge under AR137A(5)(a)(ii) in that he used his 
whip on more than five occasions prior to the 100 metres and was fined $200. Rider dropped his whip 
in the vicinity of the 50 metres and was reprimanded under AR137(a) for carelessness.  
 
UNSPUN (D. Thornton) – held up for clear running from the 500 metres until inside the 200 metres. 
 
BACKSTOP (B. Claridge) - jumped away awkwardly and shifted out inconveniencing ROCK OUT. 
Lost its near hind plate during the event. 
 
COMBAT DANCER (Z. Spain) – slow into stride. 
 
ROCK OUT (E. Finnegan) – inconvenienced on jumping away when taken wider. 
 
SNOWTROOPER (J. Maund) – inconvenienced on jumping away when ROCK OUT jumped away 
awkwardly and shifted out. 
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RACE 10 : MAC DRINK DRIVING? GROW UP HANDICAP - 1000 metres    
 
COOL MAVERICK (D. Caboche) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
IXCATAN (E. Finnegan) – approaching the 200 metres shifted in under pressure. 
 
SCHIZLE (T. Pannell) – approaching the 200 metres was momentarily inconvenienced when 
IXCATAN shifted in under pressure. 
 
CLANDESTINE AFFAIR (M. Poon) – knuckled on jumping away. A post-race veterinary examination 
revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
SHA LA LA (R. Hurdle) – jumped away awkwardly and was slow into stride. 
 
 
 

Correct weight for this event was delayed to allow T. Pannell (SCHIZLE) placed third to view the 
official vision in the straight.
