Race Horse Rider Replaced By Reason

4 DAL ROMMETL (N2) K. Brooks J. Mamat Indisposed

RACE 1 : MT COMPASS FOOTBALL CLUB PREMIERS GSFL / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE
- 1200 metres

BRUNETTE DOWNS (B. Claridge) — late scratching at 11.46 am owing to the track
conditions.

DOUBTFUL BILLY (J. Bowditch) — Stewards acceded to a request by Trainer’s
representative Ms K. Riggs, representing Mr J. Hickmott, for the removal of pacifiers due to
the heavy track conditions. A post-race veterinary examination revealed the gelding had
suffered a bi-lateral bleeding attack. Trainer, Mr J. Hickmott, advised as this was the
gelding’s first bleeding attack, DOUBTFUL BILLY would now be suspended from racing for
a period of three months in accordance with AR53A and would be required to gallop a 1000
metres in the presence of a Steward prior to accepting for a future race.

FIGUREHEAD (R. Hurdle) — jumped away awkwardly.

GARNACHA (Z. Spain) — hampered on jumping. Raced greenly when placed under pressure
in the straight.

PARLIAMENT MISS (J. Kah) — jumped away awkwardly, shifted out hampering
GARNACHA. Raced greenly in the middle stages of the event. Hung out rounding the home
turn. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

RACE 2 : VICTOR HARBOR NETBALL PREMIERS / SABOIS FILLIES & MARES MAIDEN
PLATE - 1100 metres

CRAZY MANEUVER (J. Kah) — rider reported that her mount slipped on jumping away. She
added that in the vicinity of the 800 metres CRAZY MANEUVER slipped after BEEJAYDEE
shifted out and made contact with the mare’s hindquarters. Rider added that in her opinion
her mount failed to handle today’s heavy track conditions. A post-race veterinary examination
revealed the mare to have an elevated heart rate.
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RACE 2 : VICTOR HARBOR NETBALL PREMIERS / SABOIS FILLIES & MARES MAIDEN
PLATE - 1100 metres (cont’d)

HEBE (J. Maund) — jumped away awkwardly, shifted out making contact with LUNAR JOY. A
post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

LUNAR JOY (L. Stojakovic) — hampered on jumping.

MOTHERVINE (J. Toeroek) — held up for clear running from in the vicinity of the 300 metres
to inside the 100 metres.

WYOMING LASS (B. Claridge) — Trainer, Mr D. O’Leary fined $50 under AR59A for failing to
produce Thoroughbred Identification Card. The horse was permitted to start — identified from
records held by Stewards. In the vicinity of the 800 metres shifted out taking BEEJAYDEE
onto CRAZY MANEUVER. When questioned, rider could offer no explanation for the mare’s
disappointing effort. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

BEEJAYDEE (C. Lindop) — underwent a pre-race veterinary examination on arrival at the
barriers and passed fit to race. In the vicinity of the 800 metres was taken out by WYOMING
LASS making contact with the hindquarters of CRAZY MANEUVER.

HUSSARAMA (M. Poon) — a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible
abnormalities.

MOST WOMEN ARE (Z. Spain) — rider reported that the filly hung out throughout the event.

WREAKED (J. Mamat) — late scratching at 1.20 pm owing to the track downgrade.

RACE 3 : STRATHALBYN FOOTBALL CLUB / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE - 1350 metres

ROMULUS FLIGHT (J. Holder) a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible
abnormalities.

TASKMASTER (T. Pannell) — over-raced in the middle stages of the event.

IT’S OUR LIFE (K. Bishop) — a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible
abnormalities.

DEVINE TAPESTRY (E. Finnegan) — when questioned, rider could offer no explanation for

the filly’s disappointing performance other than that her mount may not have handled the
heavy track conditions. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

RACE 4 : HAHNDORF FOOTBALL CLUB-HILLS PREMIERS BM 64 HCP - 2050 metres

THE FASTNET (M. Poon) — in the vicinity of the 850 metres allowed his mount to shift in
when insufficiently clear of JARRVIS. Rider pleaded guilty to a charge of Careless Riding
under AR137(a) and was suspended from riding in races for a period to commence at
midnight on Wednesday, 12 October 2016 and to conclude at midnight on Wednesday, 19
October 2016, a period of three (3) meetings.

JARRVIS (L. Stojakovic) — in the vicinity of the 850 metres had to be checked to avoid the
heels of THE FASTNET, which shifted in.

DAL ROMMEL (NZ) (J. Mamat) — raced wide without cover throughout. Raced greenly when
placed under pressure in the straight.

MOTACADE (J. Huxtable) — rider reminded of his obligations to ride his mount out to the
finish of the race.

IT AND A BIT (M. Poon) — began awkwardly, shifted out taking RED DAZZLE out onto
IMPORTANT.

WROTHAM HEATH (GB) — late scratching at 1.22 pm owing to the track downgrade.
MEDVEDEYV (L. Stojakovic) — rider reported that her mount hung out throughout the event
and in her opinion the gelding failed to handle the heavy track conditions. A post-race
veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

WHERE’S TIM (J. Potter) — late scratching at 1.35 pm owing to the track downgrade.
IMPORTANT (J. Kah) — hampered on jumping away.

RED DAZZLE (C. Lindop) — hampered on jumping away and taken out onto IMPORTANT. A

post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

RACE 6 : STRATHALBYN NETBALL CLUB BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP - 1600 metres

GRAND ARMADA (D. Tootell) — hampered on jumping away.

DIVINE WEAVER (C. Lindop) —raced keenly in the early and middle stages. Raced wide
without cover throughout the event.

SHEANNA (Z. Spain) — began awkwardly, shifted out making contact with GRAND
ARMADA.

RACE 7 : IRONBANK & CHERRY GARDENS NETBALL PREMIERS BM 56 HANDICAP -
1350 metres

CHIAZZA (D. Tourneur) — when questioned rider could offer no explanation for the mare’s
poor performance other than that in his opinion the mare failed to handle the heavy track
conditions. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities.

MRS MARIELLA (E. Finnegan) — when questioned rider could offer no explanation for the
mare’s disappointing performance other than that in her opinion the mare failed to handle
today’s heavy track conditions. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible
abnormalities.

ONWARD (D. Caboche) — was momentarily held up for clear running on entering the
straight.
