RACE 1: SAMBEC SHEDS / SABOIS TWO-YEAR-OLD MAIDEN PLATE -  1000 metres 
 
ALWAYS THE KING (Z. Spain) – approaching the 600 metres raced in restricted room for a number of 
strides to the inside of ANNIFRID and contacted the running rail. 
 
ANNIFRID (J. Holder) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted out and bumped LASANTA. Inclined to lay in 
under pressure in the straight. 
 
LASANTA (O. Ridge) – bumped at the start by ANNIFRID, which jumped awkwardly and shifted out. 
Hung out rounding the home turn. Inclined to lay in under pressure in the straight. Rider reported the 
filly raced greenly throughout the event. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 2: FESTIVAL HIRE / SABOIS FILLIES & MARES MAIDEN PLATE -  1000 metres 
 
CUSTOM MADE (S. Fawke) – inclined to race greenly in the straight. 
 
TRUTH ABOUT LOVE (C. Lindop) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed a slow recovery. 
 
TUSCAN MARIE (R. Clark) – inclined to lay in under pressure in the straight. 
 
WRITTEN SONG (K. Bishop) – reared on jumping away and as a result was slow to begin. 
 
EXALTED JENNI (B. Griffiths) – slow to begin. 
 
 
RACE 3: ROB & SUE HODGE MEMORIAL / SABOIS THREE-YEAR-OLD MAIDEN PLATE -  1200 

metres 
 
The start of this event was delayed by approximately two minutes. 
 
EXALTED CRAFTSMAN (D. Thornton) – slow to begin. 
 
FORETIC (S. Price) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and bumped AGNES ISLAND. 
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RACE 3: ROB & SUE HODGE MEMORIAL / SABOIS THREE-YEAR-OLD MAIDEN PLATE -  1200 
metres (cont’d) 

 
LANDOWNER (J. Potter) – inclined to lay out under pressure in the straight. 
 
ONEWOOD (T. Pannell) – held up for clear running from approaching the 400 metres until approaching 
the 200 metres when racing between DOLLAR DOLLAR BILL and LANDOWNER. Rider reported the 
gelding travelled well during the event and after being held up and once he obtained clear ground, 
ONEWOOD failed to let down as he had anticipated. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no 
visible abnormalities. 
 
AGNES ISLAND (K. Bishop) – on jumping away bumped with FORETIC, which jumped away awkwardly 
and shifted out. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
DOLLAR DOLLAR BILL (J. Kah) – kicked by another runner on arrival at the barriers. Underwent a 
pre-race veterinary examination and passed fit to start.  
 
 
RACE 4: CLASSICBET / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE -  1400 metres 
 
GLOWING FEELING (K. Bishop) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted in onto ZAKOSHEA, which was 
inconvenienced when taken in and bumped WARRASIDE FAIRY. 
 
NULLARBOR PETE (J. Potter) – shifted out and away from WARRASIDE FAIRY in the vicinity of the 
400 metres. 
 
SENECA'S PRIDE (J. Holder) – raced wide without cover throughout the event. 
 
ZAPPING (NZ) (D. Thornton) – inclined to lay in under pressure in the straight and had difficulty 
obtaining clear ground from shortly after the entrance to the straight until in the vicinity of the 200 metres. 
A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
THE BIG CHEESE (T. Pannell) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
WARRASIDE FAIRY (J. Maund) – bumped at the start by ZAKOSHEA, which was taken in by 
GLOWING FEELING. 
 
ZAKOSHEA (S. Fawke) – inconvenienced on jumping away when taken in and bumped WARRASIDE 
FAIRY as GLOWING FEELING jumped away awkwardly and shifted in. 
 
 
RACE 5: ALLEN BRYAN MEMORIAL BM 60 HANDICAP -  1000 metres 
 
The start of this event was delayed approximately one minute. 
 
DEFIANT WITNESS (J. Huxtable) – required to be re-saddled on arrival at the barriers. Raced wide 
without cover throughout the event. Inclined to lay in under pressure in the straight. A post-race 
veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
SUPER RULES (J. Toeroek) – a post-race veterinary examination revealed the gelding to be lame in 
the near hind leg.  Trainer Mr S. Burford was advised a Veterinary Certificate of Fitness is required prior 
to a future trial or race. 
 
BATTISTONI (A. Jordsjo) – inclined to lay out under pressure in the straight. Rider reported that on 
pulling up the gelding felt sore in front. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities. 
 
 
RACE 6: JOHN STOCKER MEMORIAL CLASS TWO HANDICAP -  1400 metres 
 
The start of this event was delayed approximately one minute owing to an interstate delay. 
 
MISTER BURGESS (K. Bishop) – knuckled on jumping away. 
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RACE 7: JOCK & JOAN MOBBS MEMORIAL CLASS ONE HANDICAP -  1200 metres 
 
ON THE LINE (M. Neilson) – rider reported the gelding never felt comfortable in its action during the 
event and on pulling up made abnormal respiratory noises.  A post-race veterinary examination revealed 
excessive upper respiratory noise. Trainer Mr M Sayers advised the results of a laryngoscopic 
examination and a Veterinary Certificate of Fitness would be required prior to presenting for a future trial 
or race. 
 
NEVER WITHOUT YOU (D. Caboche) – rider reported in his opinion the gelding did not handle today’s 
track conditions. A post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
DANISH GOLD DIGGER (K. Bishop) – difficulty obtaining clear ground from approaching the 400 
metres until in the vicinity of the 200 metres. 
 
MAKO MAGIC (Z. Spain) – which had not raced in over twelve months, was examined by the Club’s 
Veterinary Surgeon on arrival on course and passed fit to start. 
 
PRINCESS ASTRO (D. Thornton) – late scratching at 3.32 pm due to the track downgrade. 
 
 
RACE 8: FAY KEMPE MEMORIAL BM 64 HANDICAP - 1600 metres 
 
The start of this event was delayed approximately one minute. 
 
MOORE ALPHA (J. Huxtable) – contacted at the start as PAZZIMY shifted in and TRICKY AFFAIR 
jumped away awkwardly and shifted out. 
 
BEAU'S MY BOY (E. Boyd) – required to be re-shod prior to exiting the mounting yard. Underwent a 
pre-race veterinary examination and passed fit to race. Approaching the 1200 metres shifted out 
abruptly onto PAZZIMY, which was taken out onto TOUCH, which was inconvenienced for a short 
distance when awkwardly placed on the heels of NUTHERBOTTLEGONSKI. 
  
CENTRE DIVIDER (K. Bishop) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible abnormalities. 
 
TRICKY AFFAIR (D. Caboche) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted out and contacted MOORE ALPHA. 
 
MORE THAN A ROSE (J. Maund) – held up for clear running from in the vicinity of the 500 metres until 
in the vicinity of the 300 metres when racing between WICKED TYCOON and KAZOOM (NZ). 
 
ARTEMISIA (D. Thornton) – inclined to race keenly in the early stages and hung out throughout the 
event. 
  
PAZZIMY (A. Jordsjo) – jumped away awkwardly, shifted in and contacted MOORE ALPHA.
