RACE 1: INGRAM’S HOME HARDWARE / SABOIS MAIDEN PLATE -1008 metres 
 
PREPARETOGO (A. Lindsay) – rider reported the mare was inclined to lay out throughout the event. 
 
WARRASIDE FAIRY (D. McWhinney) - a post-race veterinary examination revealed no visible 
abnormalities.  
 
RACE 2: PARNDANA HOTEL BENCHMARK 54 HANDICAP - 1008 metres  
 
BOLD SENATOR (Jemma Frew) – contacted MANHATTAN PRINCE on jumping away. Rider reported 
the gelding made excess respiratory noise during event. A post-race veterinary examination revealed 
no visible abnormalities. Trainer advised the gelding would now be retired. 
 
MANHATTAN PRINCE (D. McWhinney) – contacted BOLD SENATOR on jumping away. 
 
HIGH TEC (NZ) (K. Bishop) – laid in from the vicinity of the 600 metres until the finish. 
 
 
RACE 3: KILDEA PHARMACY BENCHMARK 54 HANDICAP - 1360 metres 
 
REWIND TIME (S. Price) - underwent a pre-race veterinary examination as the gelding had not raced 
for over twelve months and passed fit to race. 
 
CALYPSO CHOICE (D. Caboche) - underwent a pre-race veterinary examination which revealed the 
mare to be lame in the near foreleg. Acting on this advice Stewards withdrew CALYPSO CHOICE at 
2.09 pm.  Trainer was advised a Veterinary Certificate of Fitness would be required prior to the mare 
presenting for a future trial or race. Stewards ordered that all monies invested on CALYPSO CHOICE 
be refunded and that all successful wagers placed prior to 2.09 pm be subjected to the deductions of 31 
cents in the dollar for the win and 28 cents in the dollar for a place.   
 
 
RACE 4: SEALINK BENCHMARK 72 HANDICAP - 1360 metres 
 
ALWAYS RED (D. McWhinney) – hung out during the early stages of the event. 
 
 
RACE 5: DUDLEY WINES BENCHMARK 60 HANDICAP – 1750 metres   
 
IT'S HUMPHREY (D. Caboche) – inclined to shift about under pressure in the straight. 
 
SVETLANA'S ARROW (A. Lindsay) – shifted in on jumping away contacting TOMMY GUN.  Improved 
onto the heels of IT’S HUMPHREY in the vicinity of the 1600 metres and was obliged to be restrained. 
Difficulty obtaining clear ground from the entrance to the straight until in the vicinity of the 200 metres. 
 
TOMMY GUN (D. McWhinney) – contacted on jumping away. 
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RACE 6: CENTURY 21 / KI AIR FREIGHT BENCHMARK 64 HANDICAP - 1215 metres 
 
Correct weight was delayed to allow Jemma Frew (HURRICANE SONNY) placed second to view the 
photo finish.
